Reclaimed or new Yorkstone kerbs 
and trims to match.

New Yorkstone setts 100mm deep to public square, 
suitable for vehicle loadings, with black granite trims.  

Yorkstone terraces, 150mm & 300mm risers, buff front 
kerb, blocks and flags and blue/ grey setts/ planks as 
terrace infill.  

Hot rolled asphalt with buff stone chippings.  

Retaining walls and parapets, in situ concrete, natural 
colour, bush hammered finish.  Climbers grown up 
outer faces to create green wall effect.

Proposed trees, small sized compact species, 2.2m 
clear stems.  

Colourful annual & herbaceous perennial planting with 
some evergreen shrub structure (Box balls), designed 
for sensory experience and changing seasonal colour.  

Indicative seat and litter bin positions.  

Indicative lighting column positions, galvanised 
column with spotlights attached..  

Portland Stone block plinths, with ‘linen’ artwork 
inscribed.  
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
