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GENERAL POS PROPOSALS

The POS has been designed to provide an informal area of green space which provides for both passive and active recreation,
incorporating informal landscaped areas and an enclosed play area designed to LEAP standards.

Extensive native tree and shrub planting to the southern and western boundaries will provide an effective screen to conceal the
proposed supermarket, car park and petrol station. The northern and eastern boundaries of the POS, which adjoin the residential
areas will be planted with drifts of ornamental shrub planting, designed to provide an attractive edge and to keep views open.

EARTH MOUNDING

Significant earth mounding is proposed throughout the open space. The mounds will be concentrated along the boundaries of the
POS and will form a central feature within the play area. The mounds are to be undulating with some tiered at each meter
interval. maximum gradient to be 1 in 3.

SOFT LANDSCAPING

TREE PLANTING

Extensive tree planting is proposed, generally concentrated along the southern and western boundaries in key locations to provide
screening of the adjacent development whilst leaving view lines along footpaths clear. Tree planting will also be located around
the play area to help define the boundary, enclose the space and to provide shade during the summer months. Species will be
predominantly native parkland type trees with more ornamental cultivars located around the play area.

NATIVE STRUCTURE PLANTING

It is proposed that native tree and shrub planting be used to provide a buffer with the retail development to the south and west of
the site and generally create a sense of a safe, enclosed space from within, separating the POS from the infrastructure beyond. The
buffer planting will be a mosaic of tall and low growing native species with more ornamental planting to edges.

ORNAMENTAL SHRUB PLANTING

It is proposed to concentrate ornamental shrub planting around focal points, seating areas, entrances to the POS, to the
residential boundaries and to the LEAP. Planting will be of robust species, chosen for all year round colour and scent interest.

GRASSLAND

It is proposed that the majority of grass areas within the POS be sown with a hard wearing amenity grass seed mix, suitable
for providing areas for informal play and passive recreation. Areas of longer more ornamental grass will be located on and near
the earth mounds, which near the native planting will increase biodiversity and provide a pleasant transition with shrubby
planting.

SPECIFICATION

PLAY EQUIPMENT

Play equipment to be erected all in accordance with manufacturers instructions. Unilogs to be safe for use in children's play
areas and conform to EN1176. Timbers shall come from a guaranteed source such as A E Evans, lightwood green, Overton on
Dee, Wrexham LL13 OHU (Tel: 01978 710445/6). All timbers shall be first grade timbers with chamfered tops. Timbers to be
ordered to length not cut.

FENCING AND GATES

The central play area is to be fenced with 1000mm high galvanised steel, bow top fencing finished in green with unilog timber
fencing to earth mounding. Timber fencing height to be 1000mm following the contours of the mounding. Where fencing
adjoins grass a 150mm hard surface mowing strip shall be provided.

Pedestrian gates shall have a minimum of 1.2m clear opening width with a heavy duty, hydralic self closing mechanism,
(recommended supplier MGC Medway Galvanising Company Ltd, Tel: 01795 479489). Double leaf gate to be installed to
northern entrance to provide vehicular access. Gates are to be finished in blue and be safe for use by children in terms of
finger traps etc and in accordance with EN 1176.

SURFACING

Play area to be surfaced as specified, with coloured EPDM rubber crumb wet pour safety surfacing. Wet pour to conform to BS
EN 1176 and be supplied to sufficient depths to accord with the equipment manufacturers recommended depths. Colours used
shall be 'full colour' as detailed on the drawing. Edging between safety surface and tarmac where curved to be a flexible edging
such as Asphalt Edge (Tel: 01772 622828) or similar approved.
