1.0 APPLICATION 

Strata Sterling Barnsley West Limited is to submit a planning application for the 

proposed residential development of land adjacent to Pogmoor, Barnsley (the 

‘site’), which forms part of the overall Barnsley West development area. 

 

JPG (Leeds) Ltd has subsequently been commissioned to prepare a Coal Mining 

Risk Assessment and Coal Recovery Report for the proposed development site, in 

order to provide the Local Planning Authority with information on coal mining 

and an assessment of its impact on land stability.  

 

1.1 Site Location and Description 

The site comprises an irregularly shaped agricultural field with an area of 

approximately 5 hectares.  It is located approximately 2km to the west of Barnsley 

town centre. The approximate centre of the site is located at NGR 432375, 

406800.  A site location plan is presented as Figure 1 in Appendix A. 

 

The site is generally level.  The highest point of the site is on the southern boundary 

with a level of approximately 143m, sloping downwards to a level of 

approximately 128m AOD on the northern boundary.  To the west of the site, the 

landform falls away steeply forming a valley. 

 

Residential housing is present to the north, east and south, associated with Colster 

Close, Wharfedale Road and Farm House Lane, respectively.  A primary school is 

also located immediately to the north.  Land to the west is currently undeveloped 

farmland.   

 

An aerial photograph of the site is provided as Figure 2 in Appendix A. 

 

1.2 Description and Layout of Proposed Development 

The proposed development comprises residential housing with associated roads 

and infrastructure.

referenced below, and a copy is contained in Appendix A.

1.3 Scope of the Coal Mining Risk Assessment 

The purpose of the Coal Mining Risk Assessment Report is to: 

 

 Present a desk-based review of all available information on the coal mining 

issues which are relevant to the application site. 
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 Use that information to identify and assess the risks to the proposed 

development from coal mining legacy, including cumulative impact of issues.  

 Set out appropriate mitigation measures to address the coal mining legacy 

issues affecting the site, including any necessary remedial works and/or 

demonstrate how coal mining issues have influenced the proposed 

development. 

 Demonstrate to the Local Planning Authority that the application site is, or can 

be made, safe and stable to meet the requirements of national planning 

policy with regard to development on unstable land.

The above referenced Preliminary Geoenvironmental Ground Investigation report 

by JPG includes details of intrusive ground investigation works comprising six 

rotary boreholes and three trial pits carried out on the site. 
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3.0 IDENTIFICATION AND ASSESSMENT OF SITE-SPECIFIC COAL MINING 

Coal Mining Issue Yes No Remarks 

Underground coal 

mining 

X  The CA Mining Reports, included in Appendix B, state that the site is 

affected by past recorded underground coal mining in seven coal seams 

from shallow to 350m depth, and last worked in 1983. 

The shallowest coal seam below the site is the Barnsley Coal, which 

outcrops to the west of the site and dips below the site at approximately 1 

in 12 to the north east.   

Abandonment plans, referenced in Section 2.0, indicate that the seam was 

worked by underground methods prior to being opencast.   

Abandonment Plan:  Farm House Lane Colliery.  No 2 Mine, Barnsley Bed 

Pillars.  Dated 16 January 1928.  

This plan details the quarrying of the Barnsley Coal from near its outcrop to 

the west of the site and extending easterly where the pillars of previous 

underground pillar and stall workings were robbed or removed.  The 

previous (unrecorded) underground workings are shown to extend further 

to the east than the area opencast. 

In addition, mineworkings are shown to extend below Farm House Lane to 

the south of the site. 

The Coal Authority. Abandonment Plan:  NE415 Farm House Lane – Private 

Opencast Site Worked by F. J. Swain Ltd., abandoned Nov. 1960. 

This plan indicates that the Barnsley Coal was further abstracted to the east 

of the previous opencast area, outlined above.  Previous underground coal 

workings were estimated to be 80%.  The opencast extended to the eastern 

margin of the site.  Old (underground) workings are annotated to extend 

beyond the highwall in the east of the site.   

As the Barnsley Coal seam has been extracted from below the majority of 

the site, there remains only a residual risk from underground workings in this 

coal seam where present below the highwall of the opencast on the 

eastern margin of the site and also in the south.  There is also a narrow strip 

between the outcrop to the west and the western extent of the opencast 

area, with adits then extending into the historical underground workings.    

With the exception of the Barnsley Coal, no other recorded underground 

coal workings are considered to pose a risk to the surface stability of the 

site, based on the recorded depths and thicknesses of the coal seams.  The 

next shallowest coal seam below the Barnsley is an unnamed thin coal 

seam.  Boreholes drilled as part of the 2019 JPG investigation confirmed the 

absence of workable coal below the base of the opencast.   

Mitigation measures, as outlined in Section 4, will be required with regard to 

the underground coal workings below the highwall in the east and the 

south of the site where insufficient competent rock cover is present. 

Surface mining 

(opencast 

workings)  

X  The site is located within the boundary of an opencast site from which coal 

has been removed by opencast methods.   

Abandonment plans, referenced in Section 2.0, confirm that the Barnsley 

Coal seam was opencast on two occasions: in the 1920s and 1960 (date of 

abandonment), as indicated on the abandonment plans, referenced 

above.   

The quarrying of shallow coal in the west was completed by January 1928.  

The opencasting of the remainder of the site was completed by November 

1960.  It is presumed that the opencast discard was not engineered back 

in.   

There is a risk to the proposed development due to future settlement of the 

underlying made ground including differential settlement where 

foundations span highwalls. 

An extensometer was installed in the east of the opencast as part of the 

2019 JPG ground investigation, in order to facilitate future settlement 

monitoring.   

Mitigation measures are detailed in Section 4. 
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Coal Mining Issue Yes No Remarks 

Mine entries (shafts 

and adits) 

X  There are eight recorded mine entries on the site or within 20m of the site 

boundary, according to the CA Mining Report. 

Six adits associated with previous underground workings in the Barnsley coal 

seam, are shown to the west and south west of the opencast, four of which 

(432406-011, 015, 016 and 017) are shown to extend to the east with one 

(432406-019) extending to the south east and one to the north east (432406-

018).  These adits associated with the Barnsley Coal seam in the east are 

likely to have been removed during opencast extraction of the Barnsley 

Coal.  However, the adit referenced 432406-017 is shown to the west of the 

opencast area and therefore part of it might still be present.  In addition, 

shaft ref. 432406-019 is indicated below the highwall on/near the south-

western boundary. Consequently, a residual risk remains.   

One mineshaft (CA reference 432406-014) is shown in the east of the site 

within the backfilled opencast.  It is likely that this shaft extended to the 

base of the Barnsley Coal prior to its being opencast.  On this basis, it is likely 

to have been removed.  The CA also state that this mineshaft ‘has probably 

been removed to some extent by opencast mining’.  However, further 

confidence that this mineshaft does not extend beyond the base of the 

Barnley coal seam should be sought through further investigation.  

The mineshaft referenced 432406-013 is shown to be located to the north of 

the site.   

Confirmation that the adits and mineshafts outlined above have been 

removed as part of opencast coal extraction will be required prior to 

development on the site. 

Mitigation measures, as outlined in Section 4, will be required with regard to 

the recorded mine entries and also further potentially unrecorded mine 

entries. 

Coal mining 

geology (fissures) 
 X The CA Consultants Coal Mining Report’ Summary of Findings Map 

indicates that there is one fault, trending roughly east to west, across the 

north of the site and another, also trending roughly east to west, shown 

approximately 75m to the south.   

Geological faults may exacerbate subsidence due to past underground 

coal workings and also may act as a preferential pathway for mines/coal 

gas.   

The Barnsley Coal seam, aligned approximately north to south, is shown to 

outcrop to the west of the site, between these two faults.   

Where the recorded fault crosses the north of the site, the Barnsley coal 

seam has already been removed.  Based on the absence of underground 

coal workings in this location, it is not considered that mitigation measures 

specific to the structural geology will be required. 

Record of past 

mine gas emissions 

or potential  

X  None recorded within 500m of the site. (Coal Mining Report). 

Ground gas monitoring is required to confirm any ground gas protection 

requirements for new buildings constructed on the site.  Potential sources of 

ground gas include: deep made ground associated with backfilled 

opencasts and coal/mines gas associated with underground coal workings.  

Potential pathways to end users and development workers include the fault 

in the north and any mineshafts that may extend to deeper workings/coal 

seams.   

Measures may be required to mitigate the potential risks posed from 

ground gas (see Section 4). 

Recorded coal 

mining surface 

hazard 

 X  The site has not been subject to remedial works, by or on behalf of the Coal 

Authority, under its Emergency Surface Hazard Call Out procedures.  

A damage notice or claim for alleged subsidence damage was made in 

November 2003 for 1 Wharfedale Road, located immediately to the south 

of the site. However, the claim was rejected. 
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4.0 MITIGATION STRATEGY PROPOSED 

4.1 Underground Coal Workings 

There remains a residual risk from underground workings in the Barnsley coal seam 

below the highwall in the east and south of the site and potentially in the west, 

where insufficient rock cover is present.  The affected area is shown on JPG 

Drawing No. 4848-JPG-SW-XX-DR-G-1310, revision dated February 2021. 

 

Where development, including highway construction, is to encroach onto the 

affected area, mitigation will be required. 

 

Mitigation measures are likely to comprise the drilling and grouting on a 3m grid 

below the footprint of proposed buildings or highways.  A Specification for the 

treatment works will be required and also a Permit to Treat the coal workings will 

be required from the Coal Authority. 

 

Foundation and pavement (road construction) design will need to take into 

consideration the presence of underground workings. 

 

4.2 Settlement of Opencast Backfill below the Development 

A robust geotechnical solution is required for development over the backfilled 

opencast coal workings.  

 

The thickness of made ground below this part of the site is estimated to be 

between approximately 5m in the west and 15m in the east.  The properties of 

the backfilled materials within the opencasts will need to be further investigated 

as part of a comprehensive ground investigation.  As part of the 2019 JPG ground 

investigation, an extensometer was installed in the east of the opencast. To-date 

the extensometer has been monitored on seven occasions. The purpose of the 

extensometer monitoring is to confirm that self-weight settlement has (mainly) 

ceased.  

 

Settlement analysis will also be required to include total and differential 

settlement with respect to highwalls, in order to confirm that future settlements, 

including creep compression, are tolerable in relation to the proposed 

foundation solution. 

 

It is likely that residential housing and other buildings will be constructed on either 

raft foundations or reinforced strips following a large scale earthworks operation.  

 

Depending on the thickness and properties of the made ground in the opencast, 

the following treatment methods may be appropriate. 

 

 Removal of the full or partial thickness of made ground and replacement with 

engineered fill. 

 Deep dynamic compaction, combined with re-engineering of the opencast 

materials. 

 Surcharging.  
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Any earthworks should be carried out in accordance with the Manual of 

Contract Documents for Highway Works, Volume 1 Specification for Highway 

Works, Series 600 Earthworks. 

 

An assessment of the suitability of the colliery spoil materials and also natural ‘cut’ 

soils for re-use in earthworks was carried out as part of the 2019 JPG ground 

investigation.  The laboratory testing confirmed that the materials could be re-

engineered. 

 

4.3 Mine Entries 

Most of the adits in the west of the site are likely to have been removed during 

subsequent opencast extraction of the Barnsley coal seam.  However, the adit in 

the south west (CA reference 432406-017) is shown to be further to the west of the 

opencast.  An investigation into the presence of a remaining section of this 

former adit should be carried out; this investigation is likely to consist of trial 

trenches.   

 

Confirmation that the mineshaft in the east (CA reference 432406-014) has been 

removed as part of the opencasting will also be required to confirm that the 

mineshaft does not extend below the base of the Barnsley coal seam.  This 

investigation should be carried out using rotary probing techniques contained in 

Ciria 32.  If located, it is likely that subsequent treatment of the mineshaft shall 

comprise reverse stage drill and grout methods from the base of the mineshaft to 

the base of the opencast. 

 

Should development be proposed in the location of the adit on the south-

western boundary (CA reference 432406-019), an investigation will be required to 

confirm its location and the adit will require treatment along with the associated 

underground workings in this part of the site.  

 

There is also the potential for unrecorded mineshafts and adits.  Vigilance will be 

required during the earthworks operation and if a suspected mine entry is 

encountered, advice should be sought from a suitably qualified person. 

 

4.4 Ground Gas 

There may be a requirement for ground gas protection measures to be 

incorporated into new buildings in order to prevent any pollutant linkages to end 

users from potentially hazardous gases. 

 

Potential sources of ground gas include deep made ground associated with the 

backfilled opencast and coal/mines gas associated with the deep underground 

coal workings. 

 

Monitoring wells were installed as part of the 2019 JPG ground investigation and 

preliminary ground gas monitoring indicates Characteristic Situation 2 protection 

requirements for new buildings constructed on the site. 
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Gas protection measures may include a gas resistant membrane and sub-floor 

void to prevent the ingress of gas into buildings. 
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5.0 COAL RECOVERY 

The majority of shallow coal has already been removed from below the site as 

part of underground and subsequent opencast extraction.  There is the potential 

for residual coal to be present on the western margin near the outcrop.  

However, this is likely to be of poor quality, if indeed present. There will also be 

residual coal below the highwall of the opencast in the east and south of the site, 

where it has not been extracted by underground methods.  However, this coal 

will be limited in volume and if extracted may affect the stability of adjacent 

land. 

 

Therefore, it is considered that there is little opportunity to recover further coal 

prior to development of the site and any coal encountered during the 

earthworks operation should be treated as ‘incidental’ and dealt with 

accordingly. 
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6.0 CONCLUSION 

Following the implementation of appropriate site investigation and subsequent 

mitigation measures, outlined in Section 4 above, the site can be considered 

suitable for development with respect to past coal mining activities. 

 

In addition, it is considered that there is little opportunity to recover any coal prior 

to development on the site.

2. Present underground coal mining
The property is not within a surface area that could be affected by present underground mining.

3. Future underground coal mining
The property is not in an area where the Coal Authority has received an application for, and is
currently considering whether to grant a licence to remove or work coal by underground methods.

The property is not in an area where a licence has been granted to remove or otherwise work coal
using underground methods.

The property is not in an area likely to be affected from any planned future underground coal
mining.

However, reserves of coal exist in the local area which could be worked at some time in the future.

No notices have been given, under section 46 of the Coal Mining Subsidence Act 1991, stating that
the land is at risk of subsidence.
