Heritage Statement to explain the impact of proposed works at 10 Beech House Road Hemingfield S73 0PF Ref: 2020/0713 on the significance of an adjoining Grade II listed building.

The proposed work is to install a patio to the rear of 10 Beech House Road with external access/egress steps and formation of a rear access door from the property.
This statement has been written with the level of detail considered needed being proportionate to the ability to understand the impact the proposal has on the adjoining building.
The patio will be very much secluded from view on all sides particularly the front of the subject property.
There will be no demolition, cutting into or otherwise connecting to the subject property or the adjoining heritage asset.
All construction will be made independent of any existing walls such that if at a future date the patio was removed there would be no damage/harm to the current structures and features.
