Wortley Village. Planning Application Ref: 2011/0658 & 2011/0669
I refer to recent correspondence between us concerning the proposals for the re-development of Wortley village and the creation of a Section 106 Legal Agreement to support the Council’s Planning Board decision, to grant planning permission subject to conditions. 

All matters have now been resolved with the exception of the provision of public open space, which it had originally been intended should be located within Site 17 as illustrated in the design and access statement that was submitted with the planning application. The suggested provision of public open space within this site was not supported by the Parish Council or local residents, who felt that any additional facilities should be located at the existing village sports and recreation ground.
There are current proposals to extend and improve the existing Wortley Sports Ground GS534 and it therefore seems more appropriate for Wharncliffe Estate to satisfy the requirements of the Section 106 Agreement by contributing to this facility. The Council’s Parks Service have highlighted the need for additional children’s play equipment and what would need to be installed to achieve LEAP standard.
The applicants have taken specialist advice and I am enclosing details the proposed equipment, which it is agreed will be supplied and installed in the location as shown on the drawing provided by Playdale Ltd. Site 17 will be removed from the village masterplan and will remain in agricultural use.
I should be grateful if you would arrange to re-publicize the application with this amendment so that it can be reported to your Planning Board with a view to them authorizing the necessary change to the existing resolution to grant planning permission.
I confirm that Wharncliffe Estate are anxious to progress to the signing of a Section 106 Legal Agreement as soon as possible and look forward to your early response.
