CONCEPT

The existing trees and vegetation within the site boundary will be retained and protected
during the works.

Along the southern and western site boundaries, new native hedgerows will be planted to
connect the existing sections of hedgerow and create a defined boundary to the
development. Extra heavy standard trees will be planted in small groups and as individual
trees at irregular intervals along the hedge line, in keeping with the character of the
surrounding area. The trees will break up the hard lines of the development whilst allowing
filtered views of the proposed store.

An area of native planting with standard trees will be planted adjacent to the delivery bay,
to filter views of the southern end of the store.

Within the development boundaries a mixture of ornamental shrub planting, ornamental
groundcover planting, native shrub planting and wildflower meadow will be created.

PROTECTION OF EXISTING VEGETATION

Existing vegetation to be retained on site shall be protected where necessary during works
by a tree protective barrier, secured to a scaffold tubing framework with fluorescent tape
to the top rail. Protective fencing shall be erected on the canopy drip line wherever
possible. Laminated, waterproof A4 signs shall be fixed to the fence posts at 10m intervals
bearing the words 'PROTECTED TREE ZONE - NO STORAGE OR OPERATIONS WITHIN
FENCED AREA'.

Tracking of machinery, storage of chemicals and building materials shall not be permitted
within the protected area. Leaks or spills should be removed immediately and the
contaminated soil replaced. No bonfires shall be lit within 5m of the canopy spread. Any
excavation work beneath the canopy spread shall be carried out by hand.

All works affecting trees within the development shall be subject to BS 5837:2012.
NATIVE SPECIES PLANTING

A native hedgerow will be planted along the boundary of the site. The species within the
hedgerow will be specified to match the species within the existing boundary vegetation.
Hedges are to be planted as a single row of 40-60cm high hedging plants.

An area of native shrub planting will be planted to the southern end of the store. Species
will be chosen that match existing on site species or species present in the vicinity of the
site.

ORNAMENTAL GROUNDCOVER PLANTING

An ornamnetal groundcover mix will be planted where the prosed levels will create slopes
steeper than 1:3. The mix will be low maintenance whilst providing colour and interest
and stabilisation of the slope.

All shrub material shall be first quality, sturdy, well rooted non-refridgerated stock with
well branched heads and fibrous root systems. Shrubs shall be planted into 450mm good
quality fibrous topsoil incorporating organic compost and slow release fertiliser in
accordance with all good horticultural practice.
A proprietary geotextile membrane is to be installed between the soil and mulch of the
planted areas cut with T or X slits to fit around the plants as required. All plant material
shall be a minimum of 3L pot size unless otherwise specified and conform to BS3936 Part
1 and BS 4428. Finished beds shall be lightly forked over and dressed with 50mm coarse
forest bark mulch.
