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INTRODUCTION

This report is commissioned to examine the risk of contamination for the above site in
line with the recommendations of Part Il of the Environmental Protection Act 1990
PPS 23. It is based on information provided by both the client and statutory bodies in
both written and verbal format. It is assumed that all information given is correct and
factual at the time of writing this report. No liabilities can be accepted for information
provided by third parties and subsequently found to be in error.

THE SITE

The site is located at West Street, Worsbrough, Barnsley South Yorkshire and is
situated around Ordnance Survey grid reference SE 35846 03689. A site location
plan is included in Appendix A

The site is approximately triangular, with the long northern edge formed by West
Street. A dismantled railway runs along the southern boundary. There are residential
developments to the north east, north and west. To the east there is further industrial
development and to the south is open field and the River Dove. The site area is

approximately 2ha.

Access to the site is directly from West Street in the north west and north east of the
site. The accesses lead directly onto concrete highway that runs throughout the site
connecting the various industrial units and parking areas which make up the majority
of the site. The remainder of the site is made up of compacted made ground and
overgrown areas, with dense vegetation noted adjacent the northern, western and

southern boundaries.

The site generally falls from north to south, with a high point of approximately 60m
AOD in the north east corner of the site and a low point of approximately 53m AOD in

the south east of the site.

The site is bounded to the west, east and south by a post and wire fence. The
northern boundary is formed by a stone wall which has openings for vehicular access

to West Street in the north west and north east.

SITE HISTORY

A number of historical Ordnance Survey plans from 1850-2012 have been consulted. These

are contained for reference within Appendix C to the rear of the report. Below is a brief

description outlining the significant developments that may effect future construction of the

site.

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SITE GEOLOGY & MINING

The BGS Digital Geological Map of Great Britain at 1:50,000 scale has been

consulted and we would report as follows:-

The southern half of the site is shown as being undivided made ground, this is
believed to be from the infilling of the former Dearne and Dove Canal and docks.

The majority of the site is shown to be underlain by Kent's Rock consisting of
sandstone. The north east and south west corners of the site are underlain by the
Pennine Middle Coal Measures Formation consisting of mudstone, siltstone and
sandstone.

An inferred coal seam is shown crossing the site from the north west to the south

east.

A fault line is shown crossing the south eastern corner of the site, running from south

west to north east.

A Coal Authority report has been obtained and is included in Appendix B. The reports
states that the property is in the likely zone of influence from workings in 12 seams of
coal at 50m to 470m depth, and last worked in 1969. Any ground movement from

these coal workings should have stopped by now.

In addition the property is in an area where the Coal Authority believe there is coal at

or close to the surface. This coal may have been worked at some time in the past.

The property is not in an area that is likely to be affected at the surface from any
planned future workings.
However, reserves of coal exist in the local area which could be worked at some time

in the future.

There is a mine shaft shown in the western third of the site. It is recorded as being
unfilled but covered. The approximate location of the mine shaft has been shown on

the survey in Appendix A.



5.0 ENVIRONMENTAL CONSIDERATIONS

5.1 Radon
The property is in a Radon Affected Area, as between 1 and 3% of properties are

above the Action Level.

No Radon Protective Measures are necessary.

5.2 Landfill Sites
There is a single recorded historical landfill site within 250m of the site. This is located 65m
to the north of the site, and the type of waste accepted is not recorded.

However, there are four recorded pollution incidents to land 90m south of the site. All four of
them are category 3 (minor) incidents. The materials involved are described as asbestos,

construction and demolition materials and other.

Finally, the canals and dry docks in the southern half of the site have been historically infilled

with unknown material.

53 Flood Risk

The site does not lie within a currently designated Environment Agency flood zone.

The Flood Risk Assessment states that the site is not at risk of flooding from river or tidal

water up to a 1% return period nor is it at risk for storms in excess of the 0.1% risk level.

Soakaways are thought to be an unlikely method of surface water dispersal due to likely
infiltration capacity of the underlying strata. A discharge rate is to be agreed with the relevant
authorities and storm water attenuation provided on site to ensure there is no increased

flood risk to properties downstream of the development.

5.4 Groundwater

The bedrock underlying the site is classified as a Secondary (A) Aquifer. These are
permeable layers capable of supporting water supplies at a local rather than strategic scale,
and in some cases forming an important source of base flow to rivers. These are generally

aquifers formerly classified as minor aquifers.



There are no groundwater abstraction licences recorded within 250m of the site.

There are seven recorded licensed discharge consents within 250m of the site. They are
located 93m, 100m, 108m, 185m and 185m to the south east, 105m to the south and 157m
to the north east. All but the discharge 100m to the south east are recorded as discharging
into the River Dove.

There are no recorded surface water abstractions within 250m of the site.

There are no recorded pollution incidents in controlled waters within 250m of the site.

The site is not in a source protection zone.

The nearest open surface water feature is the River Dove located 82m to the south of the

site. This is classified as a primary river.

A watercourse/drain serving Worsbrough Dale crosses the site from north to south, before
discharging into the River Dove to the south. This has been shown on the site survey in

Appendix A.
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PRELIMINARY CONCEPTUAL SITE MODEL

The initial stage in assessing the risks posed from contaminated land during the
redevelopment of a site is to prepare a conceptual model. A generalised conceptual
model can be developed highlighting the main pollutant linkages through a
contaminant » pathway P receptor model for a residential development. In order to
prepare the conceptual model for a particular site the following parameters need to
be reviewed as discussed below.

Contamination of existing land can be caused by a number of factors, including:-

i) Possible historical/current industrial activities.
1)) Disposal of waste materials.
i) Storage of materials.

iv) A number of natural processes can also lead to hazardous gases and

elevated heavy metals.

Potential pathways can include ground and surface water, permeable strata, existing
services providing a conduit and voided ground. Potential receptors can include
human health, ecosystems, controlled waters and building structures. There are a
number of ways that a receptor can be exposed to the contaminant these include,

inhalation, direct contact, ingestion, dermal contact and uptake.

Sources of potential contamination, that could affect the proposed development, from

either on of off site activities would include the following:-

i) Possible ground contamination from industrial usage of site.

1)) Possible ground gas migration from historical mine workings and histocial
landfill recorded 65m to the north east.

i) Possible ground gases from made ground in southern half of the site.

iv) Possible contaminants in the backfill material to the former canal and docks
within the southern half of the site.

V) Possibility of PCBs from the electric substations on site.

Based on the above activities the potential for some contamination to exist on site is

considered to be moderate.

Considering the proposed residential end use, there will be two possible human
receptor groups exposed to the existing onsite contamination:-
a) Site operatives during development.

b) End users, future site residents (the critical receptor is 0-6year-old child).

Human receptors may be exposed to site contamination by a number of possible
pathways. These pathways are summarised in Table 1 below.

The construction workers will come into contact with any contaminated soil to a far
greater extent than future residents. The exposure pathways are generally through
dermal contact and indirect ingestion. However their exposure will be for a limited
time and the provision and correct use of personnel protective equipment and
adequate welfare facilities during construction should restrict their risks to acceptable

levels

The risk of pollution to controlled waters by existing contamination is considered low.
The site is underlain by strata that are classified as a Secondary (A) aquifers. There
have been no recorded historical incidents of pollution to controlled waters by the

current industrial usage of the site. There are no licensed ground water abstractions

within 250m of the development.

No specific areas of ecological importance have been identified in the initial desk top
study. Therefore the site is considered to be in a low risk environmental setting. The
potential for phototoxic materials to exist at shallow depth should be considered,
these could pose a potential risk to new planting and soft landscaping areas within

the proposed development.

The proposed planning drawings indicate residential properties to be constructed.
The presence of elevated sulphates and hydrocarbons could affect the long term
integrity of buried concrete structures, including foundations and drainage pipes.

Plastic water supply pipes can also be damaged by the presence of hydrocarbon
contamination.
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CONCLUSIONS

There has been historical and current industrial development both on and adjacent
the site. The surrounding land is a mixture of residential, industrial and open land.
There is a mineshaft recorded beneath the existing industrial unit in the west of the
site, and a former canal and docks backfilled in the south of the site. We therefore

believe the site has a moderate risk of ground contamination being present.

We would recommend that a detailed Phase Il Ground Investigation is undertaken.
This will enable the underlying strata to be confirmed and foundations for the new
development to be specified. In addition to this, the exact location and treatment to
the mineshaft recorded on site and depth and extents of backfill to the former canal
and dry docks should be determined.

Trial pits and soil sampling should be undertaken across the site to confirm the
presence of any contaminants within any made ground on site. Care should be taken
to avoid known features such as existing live services and the culvert crossing the

site.

In addition to this, we would propose that a minimum of two days of initial bore hole
investigation should be undertaken on site to confirm the depth and presence of any
shallow mine workings. However, it is possible that there will be a requirement to
proof drill on a plot by plot basis. For investigative works disturbing Coal Authority

mining interests, permission will be required from the Coal Authority.

There is also a risk of ground gas migration from backfill material to the former canal
and docks located in the south of the site, the historical landfill 65m to the north east
and the former shallow mine workings. We would propose that in this instance gas

monitoring is undertaken.

Soil samples from any made ground present or areas showing visual/olfactory signs
of contamination should be taken for contamination testing for the normal ICRCL,
BTEX, asbestos and total TPH in the parking areas. In the vicinity of the existing
electric substations, samples should also be submitted for PCB analysis. If any
contamination is found, a site remediation report should outline the most effective

method of dealing with the contamination and any validation requirements.

7.7  To summarise, we would recommend the following is required as part of the detailed

Phase 2 site investigation:

Permission sought from Coal Authority to enter or disturb Coal Authority Mining
Interests.

Demolition of existing buildings to enable existing mineshaft on site to be
located.

Rotary borehole investigation to confirm presence of shallow mine workings
beneath the site.

Gas monitoring stations to be installed within rotary boreholes to monitor for
ground gases.

Trial pitting to determine underlying soil strata and extents of infilled canal and
dry docks on site.

Samples of made ground and natural strata to be tested for ICRCL, asbestos,
BTEX. Underneath parking areas samples should also be tested for TPH (Total).
In the vicinity of the electric substations, samples should be tested for PCBs.
Clay samples to be submitted for geotechnical analysis to determine the volume
change potential.

Possible water level management required during investigations.

5.1 GroundSure shall charge the Client fees at the rate and frequency specified in the Contract together, in the case of Consultancy Services, with all proper disbursements incurred by
GroundSure in performing the Services. For the avoidance of doubt, the fees payable for the Services are as set out in GroundSure's written proposal, Order Website or Order
acknowledgement form. The Client shall in addition pay all value added tax or other tax payable on such fees and disbursements in relation to the provision of the Services.

5.2 Unless GroundSure requires prepayment, the Client shall promptly pay all fees disbursements and other monies due to GroundSure in full without deduction, counterclaim or set off
together with such value added tax or other tax as may be required within 30 days from the date of GroundSure’s invoice or such other period as may be agreed in writing between
GroundSure and the Client ("Payment Date").

6.5 The Client shall (and shall procure that any recipients of the Report as permitted under clause 4.2 shall):

(i) not remove, suppress or modify any trademark, copyright or other proprietary marking belonging to GroundSure or any third party from the Services;
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(i) use the information obtained as part of the Services in respect of the subject Site only, and shall not store or reuse any information obtained as part of the Services provided in
respect of adjacent or nearby sites;

(iii) not create any product or report which is derived directly or indirectly from the data contained in the Services (save that those acting in a professional capacity to the
Beneficiary may provide advice based upon the Services);

(iv) not combine the Services with or incorporate such Services into any other information data or service; and

(v) not reformat or otherwise change (whether by modification, addition or enhancement), data contained in the Services (save that those acting in a professional capacity to the
Beneficiary shall not be in breach of this clause 6.5(v) where such reformatting is in the normal course of providing advice based upon the Services),

7.1Subject to the provisions of this clause 7, GroundSure shall be liable to the Beneficiary only in relation to any direct losses or damages caused by any negligent act or omission of
GroundSure in preparing the GroundSure Materials and provided that the Beneficiary has used all reasonable endeavours to mitigate any such losses.

7.2GroundSure shall not be liable for any other losses or damages incurred by the Beneficiary, including but not limited to:

11.11 These terms and conditions shall be governed by and construed in accordance with English law and any proceedings arising out of or connected with these terms and conditions
shall be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the English courts.

11.12 If the Client or Beneficiary has a complaint about the Services, notice can be given in any format eg writing, phone, email to the Compliance Officer at GroundSure who will
respond in a timely manner.

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1. Residential Radon Potential Result

1.1 Is the property in a Radon Affected Area?

The information in this section provides an answer to one of the standard legal enquiries on
house purchase in England and Wales, known as CON29 standard Enquiry of Local Authority;
3.13 Radon Gas: Location of the Property in a Radon Affected Area.

Question: Is the property in a Radon Affected Area as defined by the Health Protection Agency
(HPA) and if so what percentage of homes are above the Action Level?

Answer: The property is in a Radon Affected Area, as between 1 and 3% of properties are
above the Action Level.

1.2 Are Radon Protective Measures required?

The information in this section will detail the level of protection required for new dwellings
under as described in the latest Building Research Establishment guidance on radon protective
measures for new dwellings. This may include extensions to the property.

Question: Is the property in an area where Radon Protection Measures are required for new
properties or extensions to existing ones as described in publication BR211 by the Building
Research Establishment?

Answer: No Radon Protective Measures are necessary.

1.3 Combined Radon Guidance

Radon is a colourless, odourless radioactive gas which is present in all areas of the United
Kingdom, usually at levels that pose a negligible risk to homebuyers. However, in some areas
levels of radon are much higher than in others, and in these cases it can pose a health risk.
The data supplied by the Health Protection Agency (HPA) and the British Geological Survey
(BGS) is not able to determine exact Radon levels, as this information can only be obtained
through site-specific, in-situ testing. As 1-3% of properties in the area may be radon affected
the HPA recommend carrying out a site-specific radon assessment. This costs £43.70 including
VAT and the results are confidential to the client. Please contact the HPA (01235 831 600) for
further information and advice.

If planning on building an extension or a new build property, no Radon Protective Measures are
required.

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1.4 Further details on Radon

Radon is a naturally occurring radioactive gas, which enters buildings from the ground.
Outdoors, it is diluted to very low levels. However, in some cases the radon level indoors can
build up to high concentrations. In such cases, it does pose a serious risk to health. Exposure
to high concentrations increases the risk of lung cancer. The Health Protection Agency
recommends that radon levels should be reduced in homes where the annual average is at or
above 200 becquerels per cubic metre (200 Bq m-3). This is termed the Action Level. The
Health Protection Agency defines Radon Affected Areas as those with 1% chance or more of a
house having a radon concentration at or above the Action Level of 200 Bq m~3.

The joint HPA-BGS digital Radon Potential Dataset used in this report provides the current
definitive map of Radon Affected Areas in England and Wales.

Indoor radon levels can usually be substantially reduced at a cost comparable to many home
improvements, such as replacing carpets. Details of methods of reducing radon levels are given

The Client accepts, and shall procure that any other Beneficiary shall accept, that it has no claim or
recourse to any Data Provider in relation to Third Party Content; and/or

(iv) any loss or damage to a Client’s computer, software, modem, telephone or other property caused by a delay or loss of use of GroundSure’s internet ordering service.

7.3 GroudSure’s total liability in contract, tort (including negligence or breach of statutory duty), misrepresentation, restitution or otherwise, arising in connection with the
GroundSure Materials or otherwise in relation to the Contract shall be limited to £10 million in total (i) for any one claim or (ii) for a series of connected claims brought by one
or more parties.

7.4 For the duration of the liability periods set out in clauses 7.5 and 7.6 below, GroundSure shall maintain professional indemnity insurance in respect of its liability under these
terms and conditions provided such insurance is readily available at commercially viable rates. GroundSure shall produce evidence of such insurance if reasonably requested by
the Client. A level of cover greater than GroundSure’s current level of cover may be available upon request and agreement with the Client.

7.5 Any claim under the Contract in relation to Data Reports, Mapping and Risk Screening Reports, must be brought within six years from the date when the Beneficiary became
aware that it may have a claim and in no event may a claim be brought twelve years or more after completion of such a Contract. For the avoidance of doubt, any claim in
respect of which proceedings are notified to GroundSure in writing prior to the expiry of the time periods referred to in this clause 7.5 shall survive the expiry of those time
periods provided the claim is actually commenced within six months of notification.

7.6 Any claim under the Contract in relation to Consultancy Services, must be brought within six years from the date the Consultancy Services were completed.

8 GroundSure right to suspend or terminate
8.1 In the event that GroundSure reasonably believes that the Client or Beneficiary as applicable has not provided the information or assistance required to enable the proper
performance of the Services, GroundSure shall be entitled on fourteen days written notice to suspend all further performance of the Services until such time as any such
deficiency has been made good.
8.2 GroundSure may additionally terminate the Contract immediately on written notice in the event that:
(i)the Client shall fail to pay any sum due to GroundSure within 28 days of the Payment Date; or
(ii)the Client (being an individual) has a bankruptcy order made against him or (being a company) shall enter into liquidation whether compulsory or voluntary or have an
Administration Order made against it or if a Receiver shall be appointed over the whole or any part of its property assets or undertaking or if the Client is struck off the
Register of Companies or dissolved; or
(iii) the Client being a company is unable to pay its debts within the meaning of Section 123 of the Insolvency Act 1986 or being an individual appears unable to pay his debts
within the meaning of Section 268 of the Insolvency Act 1986 or if the Client shall enter into a composition or arrangement with the Client’s creditors or shall suffer distress
or execution to be levied on his goods; or
(iv)the Client or the Beneficiary breaches any material term of the Contract (including, but not limited to, the obligations in clause 4) incapable of remedy or if remediable, is
not remedied within 14 days of notice of the breach.

9 Client’s Right to Terminate and Suspend
9.1 Subject to clause 10.2, the Client may at any time after commencement of the Services by notice in writing to GroundSure require GroundSure to terminate or suspend
immediately performance of all or any of the Services.
9.2 The Client waives all and any right of cancellation it may have under the Consumer Protection (Distance Selling) Regulations 2000 (as amended) in respect of the Order of a
Report/Mapping. This does not affect the Beneficiary's statutory rights.

10 Consequences of Withdrawal, Termination or Suspension

10.1 Upon termination or any suspension of the Services, GroundSure shall take steps to bring to an end the Services in an orderly manner, vacate any Site with all reasonable
speed and shall deliver to the Client/Beneficiary any property of the Client/ Beneficiary in GroundSure’s possession or control.

11.3 No failure on the part of GroundSure to exercise and no delay in exercising, any right, power or provision under these terms and conditions shall operate as a waiver thereof.

11.4 Save as expressly provided in clauses 4.2, 4.3, 6.3 and 11.5, no person other than the persons set out therein shall have any right under the Contract (Rights of Third Parties)

Act 1999 to enforce any terms of the Contract.
11.5 The Secretary of State for Communities and Local Government acting through Ordnance Survey may enforce breach of clause 6.1 of these terms and conditions against the
Client in accordance with the provisions of the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999.

(i) the Client or Beneficiary's failure to provide facilities, access or information;
(i) fire, storm, flood, tempest or epidemic;
(iii) Acts of God or the public enemy;
(iv) riot, civil commotion or war;
(v) strikes, labour disputes or industrial action;
(vi) acts or regulations of any governmental or other agency;
(vii) suspension or delay of services at public registries by Data Providers; or
(viii) changes in law.

11.7 Any notice provided shall be in writing and shall be deemed to be properly given if delivered by hand or sent by first class post, facsimile or by email to the address, facsimile
number or email address of the relevant party as may have been notified by each party to the other for such purpose or in the absence of such notification the last known
address.

11.8 Such notice shall be deemed to have been received on the day of delivery if delivered by hand, facsimile or email and on the second working day after the day of posting if
sent by first class post.

11.9 The Contract constitutes the entire contract between the parties and shall supersede all previous arrangements between the parties.

11.10 Each of the provisions of the Contract is severable and distinct from the others and if one or more provisions is or should become invalid, illegal or unenforceable, the validity
and enforceability of the remaining provisions shall not in any way be tainted or impaired.

11.11 These terms and conditions shall be governed by and construed in accordance with English law and any proceedings arising out of or connected with these terms and
conditions shall be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the English courts.

11.12 If the Client or Beneficiary has a complaint about the Services, notice can be given in any format eg writing, phone, email to the Compliance Officer at GroundSure who will
respond in a timely manner.
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
