APPLICATION:  Holme Farm Cottage, 9 High Street, Thurnscoe, Rotherham, S63 0ST.
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Summary of Proposals

Erection of 1 no. detached dormer bungalow.
Site Appraisal
The site was visited by Edward Jowett, Tree Officer and the trees were briefly inspected.

There are trees present on site however no arboricultural information has been provided. The main tree is a Silver Birch which will require removal to facilitate the proposal. This tree is attractive but not particularly noteworthy and as such there is no objection to this. Other smaller trees were noted such as those next to the access and as such protection will be required to ensure that they are not damaged during the demolition of the garage and the construction of the new dwelling. Providing adequate protection is provided there is no objection to the proposal.
As a tree is to be removed then replacement planting as part of a landscaping scheme will be required. The plans appear to show some trees which it appears may be new planting but there are not details.
Note: Assessments of tree condition and safety are based on a simple visual inspection from ground level. Comments should not be taken as a definitive assessment of tree health, as this should be carried out by a suitably qualified arboriculturalist, possibly including a high level inspection. The applicant should be reminded of the owner's legal responsibilities to ensure that trees are regularly inspected and maintained in a safe condition.

No development or other operations shall take place except in complete accordance with the approved methodologies.

Reason:  To ensure the continued well being of the trees in the interests of the amenity of the locality.

b) Submit landscaping details

No development shall take place until there has been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority, full details of both hard and soft landscaping works, including details of the species, positions and planted heights of proposed trees and shrubs; together with details of the position and condition of any existing trees and hedgerows to be retained.  The approved hard landscaping details shall be implemented prior to the occupation of the building(s).

Reason:  In the interests of the visual amenities of the locality.
