1.0  INTRODUCTION

1.1 Background

1.1.1  This Residential Travel Plan forms part of a planning application submitted on
behalf of Strata Homes for a residential development off Barnsley Road in the
Wombwell area of Barnsley. The proposed development consists of the
erection of some 92 dwellings. A plan showing the location of the site in
relation to the local highway network is attached at Appendix TP1.

1.1.2 The only vehicular access into the site will be from Barnsiey Road as shown
on the proposed Site Layout Plan also attached at Appendix TP1.

1.1.3 The purpose of this initial Residential Travel Plan is to put forward a specific
collection of key targets and measures that can be developed and
implemented and their effectiveness monitored by the Residential Travel Plan
Co-ordinator of the Barnsley Road development. Delivery of the Residential
Travel Plan will commence prior to the start of construction and will continue
through marketing and sales and up to full occupation. The key measures as
currently identified will be implemented and then following monitoring will be
refined and developed to meet the specific needs of the residents. The
Residential Travel Plan also contains details of the existing accessibility of the

development site for travel by modes other than the private car.

1.1.4 The operation of the Residential Travel Plan, which will be made available to
alt residents, is a mechanism to provide incentives which will help persuade
residents to travel by other modes of travel that have less environmental
impact than the car. The Residential Travel Plan therefore begins with a
review of existing travel patterns locally and the available opportunities for the
use of other modes to the private single occupancy car journey. That
information defines a starting point against which the success of the
Residential Travel Plan is measured as part of the ongoing review process

Policy

National Policy

In its White Paper “A New Deal for Transport®, the Government identified that
the responsibility for transport problems and solutions is to be shared between
the private and public sectors. It identified the importance that the planning
system could play in reducing the need to travel by car (particularly single
occupancy journeys) by the careful planning of new developments in a

sustainable manner.

The Department for Transport document ‘Making Residential Travel Plans

Work: Good Practice Guidelines for New development’, October 2005,

provides guidance on producing and developing Travels Plans for new

residential development. It sets out that the national sustainability agenda and

modernisation of the planning system have reinforced the important and

positive role that travel planning, including for residential development, can

play in achieving a wide range of national and local objectives. These include:

» Helping to reduce the need to travel and to cut congestion;

e Supporting mixed community and housing objectives, including
development location, density, design and parking;

e Supporting social inclusion objectives, particularly through improvement of
accessibility to and from new development; and

« Providing a mechanism through which ongoing sustainability appraisal and

integration can be built into planning and implementation arrangements.

The document '‘Good Practice Guidelines: Delivering Travel Plans through the
Planning Process’, published April 2009, aims to help all those involved in
creating and implementing travel plans,; local authorities, transport and travel
plan officers, developers and consultants, understand the process involved
and good practise steps for achieving successful and sustainable travel plans.
It states “Travel plans can be a key tool in achieving national, regional and local

objectives fo manage the demand for movement and improve accessibility for
everyone.”

1.2.4 The relevant local policy documentation in the context of this Trave!l Plan is the
Second South Yorkshire Local Transport Plan 2006-2011 (LTP2). The Second
South Yorkshire Local Transport Plan contains the strategy and
implementation plan for local transport investment in the sub-region for the five
year period 2006/7 to 2010/11. Like the first LTP before it, this document is a
requirement of the Transport Act 2000 and has been prepared jointly by
Barnsley, Doncaster, Rotherham and Sheffield Councils and the South

Yorkshire Passenger Transport Authority.

1.2.5 The vision for transport in South Yorkshire contains the following six core
elements, all of which relate to the nationalflocal government shared priorities
of improving accessibility, tackling congestion, better road safety and
addressing air quality and quality of life issues:

* Excellent road, rail and air links from South Yorkshire that build on the
county's relatively strong position on the motorway network, and on
cruciai north-south and TransPennine rail routes;

s A core, high quality public transport system that links the four main
urban centres and the new international airport in South Yorkshire;

+ High quality, car competitive public transport giving good access to
jobs and services and feeding into the four main urban centres. This
will be based primarily on improved bus networks and operations:

e A road network in good condition, managed and enhanced, in
conjunction with car parking policies and other appropriate demand
management measures to maximise the use of existing road space,
minimise congestion and facilitate the free movement of goods,

e A safe transport system for all users; and

o Improved air quality and reduced energy consumption through
improved use of public transport, reduced congestion and the

encouragement of cycling and walking.

1.2.6 The South Yorkshire LTP Partnership and the Sheffield City Region (SCR) are
currently developing the Sheffield City Region Transport Strategy,

incorporating the 3rd South Yorkshire Local Transport Plan (LTP3). This will
cover the period from 2011 to 2026.

1.2.7 The Transport Plan will set out how ‘transport’ will help deliver the wider vision
of the Region. This will be undertaken by delivering against 4 key transport
goals:

» To enhance and unlock the economic growth of SCR, through tackling
unreliability on all transport networks, congestion and overcrowding,
improving connections, enhancing the attractiveness of key locations
and ensuring equality of opportunity - effectively linking people to jobs,
training and education opportunities;

» To make real progress in reducing greenhouse gas emissions and
improving environmental quality in the Sheffield City Region enhance
its position as a city region valuing sustainability at its heart;

+ To focus on lifestyle and health benefits and quality of life for the
people of the city region — capitalizing on the city region’s high quality
nature environment and green spaces; and

e To make transport safe and secure — especially to those more

vulnerable or more at risk.

SITE ACCESSIBILITY

Pedestrian Accessibility

With regard to pedestrian accessibility more specific advice is set out in
‘Guidelines for Providing for Journeys on Foot’, which was published in 2000
by the Institution of Highways and Transportation. These guidelines note that
walking accounts for over a quarter of all journeys and four-fifths of journeys

less than one mile (1.6 kilometres).

The Guidelines also provide ‘ideal' walk distances for various trip types and
advise that the ‘desirable’ walking distance for commuting or walking to and
from school is 500 metres, the ‘acceptable’ walking distance for commuting or
walking to and from schools is 1.0 kilometre and the ‘preferred maximum'

walking distance is 2.0 kilometres.

As regards walk distances to retail outlets, the IHT Guidelines suggest a
‘preferred maximum' walking distance to town centres of 800 metres. This
advice is reflected in the Department for Transport, Local Government and the
Regions in conjunction with CABE published ‘Better places to live: By design —
A companion guide to PPG3’, September 2001. This suggests that:
“Having established the site’s broad setting in terms of its relationship to a city,
town or village centre, a good starting point is to examine the area within 10
minutes’ (about 800m} walking distance of the site. This can help to identify
the range of facilities which residents may access comfortably access on fool,

as well as opportunities to reach more distant facilities by public transport.”

An accessibility study of the site has been carried out and the plan attached at
Appendix TP2 shows in detail the full range of facilities within 800 metres (10

minutes) walking distance of the site.

Pedestrian / cyclist access into the site will be provided from the main access
off the southern kerb line of Barnsley Road, the proposed layout will provide
direct routes for all pedestrians to local facilities and the bus stops located on

Barnsley Road.

There are existing footways and dropped crossings along both sides of all
local roads between the site and the bus stops and other facilities located in
the vicinity of the site.

A plan is also provided at Appendix TP2 which shows the straight-line 1.6km

and 2.0km walking isochrones from the centre of the site.

Public Transport Accessibility

The Department of the Environment publication [1996] 'PPG13: A Guide to
Better Practice’ states that for trips over 3 miles (5 km), public transport is the
main alternative mode of transport to the private car. It is recognised however
that for public transport to be an attractive alternative mode of transport to the
private car it needs to be easily accessible on foot.

The Institution of Highways and Transportation publication [1999] ‘Planning for
Public Transport recommends that residents of major new housing
developments should not have to walk more than 400m (V4 mile) to their
nearest bus stop but that this criterion has been hard to satisfy
comprehensively and therefore it recognises that direct, frequent and easily
understood services are more important than a few metres of walking

distance.

The nearest bus stops are located on both sides of Barnsley Road, on the site
frontage, approximately 110 metres from the centre of the site. Both bus stops
benefit from shelters, seating and timetable information. These bus stops are
served by bus numbers 222, 226 and 229, which have a combined service
frequency of six per hour Monday to Saturday daytime, four per hour in the
evenings and three per hour on Sundays.

There are also bus stops located on Aldham House Lane and Pearson Street

within the recommended 400 metres walking distance. These stops are served

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by service number 68, 68A and 69, which have a combined service frequency
of two per hour Monday to Saturday daytime only.

2.2.5 All of the buses serving the site stop in Wombwell town centre where there is a
wealth of facilities available to residents. All the buses also stop at Barnsley
Interchange providing residents with the opportunity to work in the town or to
make use of the extensive public transport facilities available within the town
centre to complete their journeys. The journey time fram the site into Barnsley

town centre is approximately 16 minutes.

2.2.6 Barnsley Interchange is a combined bus and rail station located on Midland
Street in Barnsley town centre, approximately 3.1 kilometres from the site,
within the cycling catchment. It is staffed part time, has a car park with 76
spaces and cycle storage is available. Regular buses are available to areas
including Worsborough, Wombwell, Mexborough, Rotherham, Swinton,
Thurnscoe, Staincross and Wakefield. Regular trains are avaitable from the
station to destinations including Sheffield, Rotherham, Huddersfield, Wakefield

and Leeds.

2.2.7 The Institution of Highways and Transportation publication ‘Guidelines for
Planning for Public Transport in Developments’, March 1999, sets out that new
developments should be located so that walking distances to the nearest

railway station should be less than 800 metres.

2.2.8 The nearest railway station to the development site is Wombwell Railway
Station, located on Hough Lane some 1.0 kilometre from the centre of the site,
which although is outside the recommended 800 metres it is still within the
walking and cycling catchments. The station has a car park with six spaces
and secure cycle storage is available. Regular trains are available from the
station to destinations including Sheffield, Huddersfield, Wakefield, Leeds and

Barnsley Interchange.

A summary of the bus services serving the stops in the vicinity of the site, the
trains serving Wombwell Railway Station and the buses and trains serving
Barnsley Interchange are given at Appendix TP3 along with extracts from bus
maps and timetables.

Cycle Accessibility

The Department of the Environment publication [1996] 'PPG13: A Guide to
Better Practice’ states that the bicycle is an ideal mode of transport for
journeys under 8 kilometres. PPG13 [January 2011] states that cycling “has
clear potential to substitute for short car trips, particularly those under Skm,
and to form part of a longer journey by public transport.”

The majority of the Barnsley conurbation including the town centre lies within
an 8 kilometre catchment area, as well as northern Rotherham and Sheffield.
Barnsley has a network of cycle routes and lanes as shown on the plan
attached at Appendix TP4. Route 62 of the National Cycle Network runs
close to the site and intersects with Barnsley Road approximately 150 metres
north west of the proposed site access. Route 62 provides a traffic free route
from the site in to Barnsley town centre.

Also attached at Appendix TP4 is a plan showing the 5 kilometre and 8
kilometre cycle isochrones. Wombwell Railway Station and Barnsley

Interchange both lie well within the 5 kilometre cycling catchment area.

Accessibility to the Site by Car and Parking Provision

The only vehicular access into the development will be from Barnsley Road.
The site is located within Wombwell, a predominantly residential area
approximately 5.0 kilometres to the south east of Barnsley town centre.
Barnsley Road can be described as a primary distributor type of road from
which there is direct access into Barnsley town centre, the A635 and the A628
both of which lead to the M1 Motorway at Junction 37. Accessibility to the site

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by car is therefore considered to be excellent due to its close proximity with

both the M1 Motorway and Barnsley town centre.

2.4.2 Use of alternative means of transport will alsc be encouraged by a policy of car
parking restraint that will be adopted within the development. Parking policies
outlined in Government publications are based upon the principle of maximum
provision rather than minimum. Parking provision within specific areas of the

development will however have regard to the type and mix of properties.

3.0 INITIAL MODAL SPLIT AND TRANSPORT IMPACT
3.1 Prior to any travel surveys being carried out the development it is accepted
practice to examine census data for the immediate area in which the
development site is located in order to estimate what the likely modal split will
be of the total person trips into and out of the site. The Barnsley Road site is
situated within the Wombwell ward.
3.2  The National Statistics Census 2001 data for journeys to work for the ward of
Wombwell has been obtained from the Neighbourhood Statistics web-site.
This provides a percentage breakdown of the different modes of transport
currently used to travel to work from this ward. From the same census data it
has also been ascertained that, of the trips by car, 84% of these are single
occupancy and 16% multi-occupancy. This has been based on the
assumption that each multi-occupancy car carries one passenger. The base-
line (without a Travel Plan) percentage modal splits are summarised below in
Tabte 3.1 with the full Census data provided at Appendix TP5.2

3.3 In order to predict the level of vehicular trips that will he made as a result of the
residential development prior to any travel planning measures being in place,
the TRICS 2010(b) v6.7.1 database has been utilised. Assuming the land-use
category Residential - Houses Privately Owned, the 85" percentile peak hour

3.4 Using the base-line percentage modal split in Table 3.1 and the 85" percentile
vehicular trips in Table 3.2, the morning and evening peak hour trips for each
mode have been calculated and are shown in Table 3.3 below.

3.5 The above modal splits will be used to agree reductions in car usage and
achieve targets for alternative modes of transport as part of this Residential
Travel Plan for the proposed development. This information can be compared
with travel mode survey information for the proposed development once the
site is fully occupied and travel patterns have been established.

OBJECTIVES / OVERALL STRATEGY

The overall objective of this Residential Travel Plan for the development is to
reduce the number of car-borne trips to the site and surrounding area
particularly during the highway network peak periods and those which involve

single occupancy of the vehicle, thus providing a sustainable development.

One of the major benefits that arise from development of sites within urban
areas is the opportunity to provide choice in the mode of transport. The
availability and convenience of these alternative modes of transport, to the
private car, can have an impact upon the travel patterns of residents. The
Residential Travel Plan will focus on identifying the alternatives and in

encouraging residents 1o be sustainable in their travel choices.

In order to achieve this overall objective the Residential Travel Plan shall

therefore aim to:

* Provide adequate facilities on site from first occupation to encourage
residents and visitors to use alternative modes of travel to the private car,;

« Ensure that at the marketing and sales stage, all potential new residents
are provided with sufficient information and advice to allow them to make
reasoned choices with regard to sustainable travel both in visiting the site
for viewing and upon taking up residence;

¢ Promote healthy lifestyles and sustainable local communities; and

« Ensure that an initial travel survey questionnaire is completed by all new
residents to establish a base-line from which to encourage alternative

travel patterns and monitor any changes.

The production of this Residential Travel Plan ideally represents a partnership
approach between the applicant or developer, BMBC (Barnsley Metropolitan
Borough Council} and SYPTE (the South Yorkshire Passenger Transport
Executive) who are likely to make up the core of such a partnership, but other
third parties such as car club providers and public transport operators may
also be involved. In order to streamline the process as much as possible

Policy advice and guidance and technical information;

Appropriate contacts and support for discussions with key third parties
(such as SYPTE, car club operators and bus / rail operators);
Information, relevant loca! data and support during Travel Plan
preparation and advice on post implementation monitoring
requirements; and

Advice on appropriate modal split targets for specific areas.

4.5 In order that the Residential Travel Plan can be effective:

The choice of measures will be chosen so as to work together as a
single strategy aimed at delivering the Residential Travel Plan
objectives; and

The site layout and facilities will be designed to encourage and

facilitate the provision and use of the travel plan measures chosen.

TRAVEL PLAN ADMINISTRATION AND PROMOTION

Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator

The role of the Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator will be fulfiled as the
development is constructed, marketed and occupied. This role may sit within
any management company established for the development. The Residential
Travel Plan Co-ordinator needs to be involved at all of the following stages of
the development:

1. Prior to start of any work on site
First marketing of the development and preparation of advertisements
The sales office
At completion of sale
At initial occupation (provision of Travel Information Pack)

o L o

Changes of occupation

The developer will appoint a temporary Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator
from within its own organisation prior to any works starting on site. This way
advice on sustainable travel alternatives will be made available to the work
force in the manner as described in Section 6.8. The permanent Residential
Travel Plan Co-ordinator will be appointed 6 months prior to first occupation, in
order to commence with the implementation of measures prior to first
occupation. The Developer will fund the role of Residential Travel Plan Co-
ordinator for all stages of the development (1-6). The Residential Travel Plan
Co-ordinator shall remain for at least 4 years after full occupation. As details
of the Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator are not yet available, below are the
details for the person with ultimate responsibility for the development.

It is unlikely that the Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator will be based
permanently on site and at the present time the Developer has not decided
exactly how the role will be provided. Given that there is a now a formal

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requirement to provide a Travel Plan Co-ordinator for all new substantial
residential developments in the Barnsley area it may be that the Developer will
join with other house builders to fund a travel plan co-ordination role that
covers more than one development. Therefore upon appointment the contact
details and a full specification of the role of the Residential Travel Plan Co-
ordinator will be provided to the appropriate officer at BMBC to demonstrate
that delivery of the Residential Travel Plan has commenced and to seek help

and support available.

Whilst the implementation of travel plan measures in line with those set out
within this initial Residential Travel Plan will start from the marketing and sales
stage, the Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator will be required to circulate, as
part of the Travel Information Pack, a travel survey questionnaire to all
residents upon occupation of each unit. The results of the initial travel survey
will then assist the Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator in refining and
developing the measures to suit the specific needs of the particular residents
living at the development. BMBC requires that the travel patterns as surveyed
are monitored against the base-line modal split and agreed targets and that a
review of the Residential Travel Plan be made in light of the findings of the

initial survey.

5.1.5 The primary responsibilities of the Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator will be:

¢+ To implement, monitor, maintain and develop the Residential Travel
Plan and to manage the budget provided by the Developer,

* To develop a series of leaflets to summarise site specific sustainable
travel options. These leaflets will be provided to new residents as part
of the Travel Information Pack;

« To retain an awareness of local and national transport policies and
programmes s$o as to ensure that the Residential Travel Plan remains
fresh and that BMBC and service providers remain aware of the needs
of residents;

« To assemble and maintain current public transport timetable and fare

information and ensure this is made readily available to residents;

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» To establish a car sharing scheme and encourage residents to
embrace it where practically possible;

e To encourage residents to walk to public transport, nearby amenities
and schools;

s To encourage residents living in reasonable proximity to their work
place, school or other leisure destination to cycle;

* To keep the workforce on site during the construction period informed
and updated with details of sustainable travel opportunities;

*» To set annual targets for the percentages of trips by each mode of
travel;

* To monitor the effectiveness of the Residential Travel Plan on an .
annual basis and compare usage of the different modes of travel to the
modal split targets identified; and

e To ensure that targets are being met and if they are not being met, they
will be addressed through agreed travel plan mitigation with BMBC for
which funding is being provided if necessary.

5.1.6 The Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator will be obliged to work with the
appropriate officer at BMBC, and SYPTE who will offer support and advice
regarding the many initiatives for sustainable travel available within the
Barnsley area. The appropriate officer at BMBC and SYPTE are able to

provide posters, leaflets and timetables for display on notice boards / display

units in the sales office and any communal areas. .

5.1.7 Whilst the Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator will be employed by the
Developer and therefore directly answerable to that organisation, it is also
essential that the Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator reports effectively to
BMBC. The best way of achieving this will be to arrange regular annual
meetings with these main stakeholders but also to include other bodies as
required; such as SYPTE, the bus operators and local School Travel Plan Co-
ordinators. The meetings will be organised such that every second meeting
corresponds with the reporting of the annual monitoring exercise.

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5.1.8 The Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator will be able to offer residents advice
upon the following:
s The development of the Residential Travel Plan;
* Bus and train service schedule and fare information, etc;
e Cycle travel from the site;
+ Walking/pedestrian routes from and around the site; and

s Any car sharing schemes.

5.1.9 The Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator will ensure that all of the necessary
systems relating to the Residential Travel Plan, e.g. data collection and
recording, residents travel database, travel questionnaires, etc, are
established, maintained and regularly updated.

5.1.10 The Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator will liaise with officers of BMBC
responsible for walking, cycling and public transport as required, o ensure

maximum advantage is being taken of sustainable alternatives for travel.

5.1.11 The Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator will remain in post for at least 4 years
after full occupation of the site but this role will continue to be part of any
Management Company's responsibilities. Whilst funding of the role and formal
monitoring will cease at this point the Management Company will continue to
monitor/review the car sharing scheme, the use of cycle and motor cycle
parking and will be available as a point of contact to provide up to date
information to residents with regards to sustainable transport facilities and
initiatives. If there is no management company for the development the
Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator will, after the formal role ends, hand over

elements of the Residential Travel Plan to any Residents Group.

5.2  General Marketing and Communication Strategy

521 If the Residential Travel Plan is to be effective, it is vital that all individuals
have easy access to a range of information which allows them to make an
informed decision on the way they travel. They must also be made fully aware
as to why the Residential Travel Plan has been developed (e.g. the effect

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travel has on our lives and the environment), and subsequently the range of
benefits it can deliver. This is particularly important in respect of residential
travel planning where the destinations are much more diverse and therefore
the most effective means of influencing travel behaviour is through proactive

promotion and encouragement of existing opportunities.

522 The Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator will be responsible for the overall
Travel Plan marketing and communication strategy including putting together

all relevant information regarding more sustainable forms and modes of travel.

5.3  Setting up a Residents Group .

5.3.1 The Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator will canvass support for the formation
of a Residents Group. Assuming sufficient interest is shown, the Residential
Travel Plan Co-ordinator will then set up a Residents Group and co-ordinate its
meetings. The Residents Group will then provide a forum through which the
Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator can pass on information relating to

sustainable transport.

5.3.2 If a successful Residents Group can be formed and sustained, this could then
become the vehicle for continued travel planning at the development when the
formal role of Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator comes to an end, 4 years
after full occupation of the development.

5.4 Funding

5.4.1 Funding is necessary to achieve the initiatives of the Residential Travel Plan
which will include as a minimum those stated within this framework. It is
required to provide annual monitoring and traffic counts, preparation of the
Travel Information Packs, marketing the Residential Travel Plan, the
Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator’s time. The Residential Travel Plan Co-
ordinator will be responsible for managing the budget provided for trave!
planning measures but will be accountable to the Developer for ongoing
expenditure.

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5.4.2 The Developer will fund the initial measures as set out within this Residential
Travel Plan. The developer will also fund the role of Residential Travel Plan
Co-ordinator and the ongoing travel planning measures, this funding will
continue from the appointment of the Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator until
4 years following full occupation of the development. Funding witl be provided
to the Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator on an annual basis based on the

actual number of units occupied that year.

5.4.3 In addition the developer will provide funding for the monitoring of the
Residential Travel Plan including travel surveys and traffic counts from the
start of formal monitoring until 4 years following full occupation. Appropriate
amounts of funding will be agreed with BMBC and made part of a Section 106

agreement.

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6.0 MEASURES/ACTIONS

6.1 General

6.1.1 The foliowing sections outline the specific measures that will be introduced
within the initial Residential Travel Plan as implementation of the listed
measures, which include awareness initiatives and infrastructure provision, is

at the core of the travel plan proposals.

6.1.2 The travel plan measures described will be regularly monitored and reviewed
as necessary. These measures should not be considered to be fixed, nor are
they necessarily an exhaustive list of measures that may be implemented.
The success of the Residential Travel Plan will depend upon the Residential
Travel Plan Co-ordinator being free to investigate all potential travel initiatives
and adapt the Residential Travel Plan to the evolving circumstances.

6.1.3 To provide for ease of travel by foot, cycle and car through the development,
the site design incorporates through links to achieve a permeable street
network with frequent connections to direct routes for pedestrians and cyclists
both adjacent to and segregated from the carriageways minimising journey
distances thereby making walking and cycling an attractive alternative to the

car.

6.1.4 Uitimate responsibility lies with the developer who must ensure that the site is
designed and constructed in such a way as to maximise trips by sustainable

modes of transport and minimise vehicular trips to the site.

6.2 Public Transport

6.2.1 The Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator will positively market and promote
the use of bus and rail services to all residents in an effort to encourage the
use of public transport. It is assumed that most new residents of the
development will have access to the internet and the Travel Plan Co-ordinator
shall ensure that the residents are aware of the relevant internet links to
access travel information including train and bus timetables.

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6.2.2 South Yorkshire Passenger Transport Executive (SYPTE) is responsible for
the co-ordination of public transport in South Yorkshire. [t is accountable to
the Passenger Transport Authority, which is made up of nominated elected
members from the local authorities of Barnsley, Doncaster, Rotherham and
Sheffield.

6.2.3 SYPTE is responsible for developing the network and services across the
county. Its roles include:

¢ Providing bus stops and their facilities (e.g. timetable information),

e Running five Park & Ride sites,

» Providing bus services in rural communities;

o Information, awareness and advice to people and organisations about
using public transport,

e Providing Traveline - the internet and phone service for finding out
when and where to use public transport,

» Providing YourNextBus - the mobile phone texting service for finding
out when your next bus is actually going to come,

¢ Making available South Yorkshire tickets, such as the TravelMaster.

The Travel Plan Co-ordinator will provide a simple checklist of all useful
information relating to public transport and this will be provided to new
residents as part of the Travel Information Pack. The information will also be
available in marketing and sales literature in order that prospective residents
can access the site for viewings using public transport.

Walking

The Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator will encourage the residents of the
development to walk to local facilities by providing residents with information
and advice concerning safe pedestrian routes to and from the development.
This information will be provided in the Travel Information Pack and on the

general website.

The Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator will make residents aware of the
health benefits associated with walking and consideration will be given to the
provision of personal attack alarms and also umbrellas to encourage residents
to walk for all or part of their journey.

Residents will also be made aware through the Residential Travel Plan of the
nationwide on-line walk buddy scheme that is available at www.walkbudi.com .

Registration with the scheme is free and the aim is to match individuals who
live and work in simiiar locations in order that they can share the walk to work

or educational facilities together.

Cycling

The site is accessible by cycle from the local highway network and dedicated
cycle storage will be provided at every dwelling. Cycle storage will be an
integral part of the design of each dwelling and if a house has no direct access
to the garden (shed) or garage without going through the house, cycle storage
will be provided at the entrance to the building.

Residents will be provided with information and advice concerning safe cycle
routes to and from the development. A way of encouraging cycling particularly
for novices is to organise a series of Breakfast Clubs where new cyclists are
introduced to experienced riders in order to gain confidence and useful
information. The Residential Travel Pian Co-ordinator will consider the
implementation of such meetings to encourage more residents to use this
mode of transport on a regular basis. It is acknowledged that this may be
difficult to organise within a private residential development and therefore
information on established cycle groups and clubs will be provided to residents

within the Travel Information Pack.

The Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator will approach local cycle shops in an
attempt to negotiate a discount for residents of the development for purchasing

bicycles and accessories.

The Residentiat Travel Plan Co-ordinator will also make residents aware of the
nationwide on-line bike buddy scheme that is available at www.cyclebudi.com.

Again registration with the scheme is free and the aim is to match individuals
who live and work in similar locations in order that they can share the cycle to
work together. This is a sister scheme to the walk buddy scheme.

The Barnsley Cycling Map is also available on-line at

6.5 Powered Two Wheelers (PTWs)

6.5.1 The Government has recognised that PTWs have a part to play in an
integrated transport policy and is encouraging Local Authorities to consider the
needs of these vehicles within their Local Transport Plans. The use of these
vehicles will be promoted by the Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator and
motorcycle parking will be provided within the site in line with BMBC's policy.

Car Sharing

Car sharing represents a relatively convenient form of travel whilst offering a

significant potential to reduce overall private mileage of residents.

The Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator will look into the formation of an
informal car sharing scheme at the development. The regular travel needs of
residents will be identified through the initial travel survey which will enable the
establishment of a database enabling residents having the same destination to
be identified, promoting multiple occupancy car journeys. The Residential
Travel Plan Co-ordinator will devise an incentive scheme to encourage people
to take part in car sharing. This could include vouchers for leisure activities
given to the people who carry out the greatest number of car sharing journeys

over a given period of time.

The Travel Plan Co-ordinator will promote Car sharing in Travel Welcome
Packs and at any residents meetings.

In addition to any on-site based car sharing scheme, the Residential Travel
Plan Co-ordinator will inform residents of the web-based national Lift Share
scheme, details of which can also be found at www liftshare.org. This scheme

also operates in the same manner as the Cycle and Walk Buddy schemes
described earlier.

Reducing the Need to Travel

Broadband wireless internet provision is now widely available through a
standard telephone line and this facility allows residents to work or study from
home and also takes advantage of a wide range of home shopping

opportunities.

In order to reduce the need to travel, the Residential Travet Plan Co-ordinator
will promote to all residents the advantages that internet use and home
delivery services can provide in terms of reducing the number of trips to and
from the development particularly during peak periods on the local highway
network.

Construction Phases

Whilst the permanent Residential Travel Plan Coordinator will not formally be
in post until six months prior to first occupation, the Developer will, prior to
work starting on site, appoint a temporary Travel Plan Co-ordinator from within
its own organisation and therefore provide the opportunity to influence the
travel patterns of those working on site. The temporary Travel Plan Co-
ordinator will remain in post until the permanent Travel Plan Co-ordinator is
appointed and will liaise with the permanent Travel Plan Co-ordinator
regarding the systems already set up to keep the workforce informed.

The Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator, whether the temporary or
permanent post holder, will provide details of sustainable travel to the
workforce possibly by carrying out a series of ‘Toolbox Talks'. Secure cycle
parking will be available in any site compound and sustainable travel
information will be displayed on a notice board in a communal area of the site
compound that is accessible by all personnel on site i.e. the canteen or mess

room.

6.8.3 The Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator will work in conjunction with the Site
Manager in order to minimise as far as is practicable the number of
deliveries/commercial goods vehicle trips to and from the site.

6.8.4 As construction work will continue for several years after the appointment of
the permanent Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator, the responsibility of
ensuring that the workforce is kept informed about sustainable travel will
become that of the permanent Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator as
identified in paragraph 5.1.5.

TARGETS

Planning Policy Guidance 13 (DfT 2011) sets out that Travel Plans “should have
measurable outputs which might relate to targets in the local transport plan, and
should set out the arrangements for monitoring the progress of the plan, as well as the
arrangements for enforcement, in the event that agreed objectives are not met.”. The
Residential Travel Plan targets to be achieved within 4 years of full occupation
are therefore tabulated below. There is a requirement that these targets are
achieved within 4 years of full occupation and maintained thereafter for the life
of the development.

Targets T2 — T5 have been applied to the base-line modal splits and resultant
trips by all modes and both the base-line modal splits and the target modal
splits along with the resultant trips are shown tabulated below. Of the base-line
modal split, an overall 71% of trips are made by car with 60% of the total being

single occupancy trips and the remaining 11% multi-occupancy.

7.3 Any additional specific but reasonable targets should be agreed with BMBC to

overcome any site specific issues with regards to travelling to/from the site.

7.4 It is acknowledged that targets for private residential developments may be

difficult to intrcduce and enforce because of the individual nature of the

development. Therefore targets should be seen to be encouraged as far as

possible with the emphasis on highlighting the existing alternative modes of

travel.

IMPLEMENTATION

This initial Residential Travel Plan identifies the key measures which are to be
subsequently adopted within the Residential Travel Plan and then refined and
developed to reflect the specific requirements of the particular occupiers of the

residential development.

The Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator will implement measures to ensure
that the Residential Travel Plan is effectively promoted and marketed.
Sustainable travel alternatives and accessibility information will be provided to
all new residents prior to them taking up residence at the site to ensure that
they are aware of the alternatives available before the private car becomes the
automatic mode of choice. Residents will be provided with Travel Information
Packs and these will include a section on sustainable transport and provide
assistance, information and contacts to allow new residents to fully explore the

possible options.

Other initial measures that will implemented by the Residential Travel Plan Co-
ordinator include:

e Information provided on any internet site for residents including up to
date public transport information, cycling and walking initiatives and all
relevant links,

walking with the Travel Information Pack; and

s Development of sustainable transport information sheets for Travel
Information Packs, visitor packs and marketing and sales literature.

MONITORING, REVIEW AND SANCTIONS

To ensure the objectives and targets set out in this initial Residential Travel
Plan are achieved, it will be necessary to monitor progress and take
proportionate action where issues are identified through the planning process.
A programme of monitoring and review will be implemented by the Residential
Travei Plan Co-ordinator to generate information by which the success of the
Residential Travel Plan can be evaluated. BMBC requires that the Residential
Travel Plan be monitored against the agreed targets and then reviewed in the
light of the findings.

Each Travel Information Pack will contain a travel survey questionnaire to
enable the Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator to obtain an initial picture of
fravel patterns to and from the development for work, education, shopping and
leisure purposes. Following the completion of 25 questionnaires or a year
after first occupation whichever is sooner, prepare a summary of the
responses for discussion with the appropriate officer at the Council with a view

to refining the measures / actions in line with the requirements of residents.

The Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator will offer new residents an incentive
to complete the survey by being entered into a free draw with a sustainable
travel themed first prize such as a new bicycle or vouchers for cycling
accessories. Monitoring will then be carried out annually thereafter. The
Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator will devise a standard survey form for this
purpose and agree its format with BMBC.

it will be the responsibility of the Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator to
achieve at least a 75% response rate to each annual survey. The mast
effective way of achieving the required response rate will be by arranging a
short home visit to complete the questionnaire rather than relying on residents
returning a questionnaire that has been simply posted to them.

Following the completion of each annual survey, the Residential Travel Plan
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will be reviewed in conjunction with the appropriate officer at the council. In
particular the annual review will look at how effective the plan is being in
meeting the targets of modal shift or modal use that have been set. Annual
targets will be set so progress can be monitored on an annual basis. The

travel to work survey results are to be submitted to BMBC.

9.6 in addition to this way of monitoring travel to work patterns, a fully classified
multi modal survey of the site will be undertaken within the morning peak hour
(08:00 — 09:00) by an independent survey company to record the number of
arrivals and the mode of transport used. This will be undertaken once the site

is at least 50% occupied and monitoring will continue on an annuat basis.

9.7 The targets for the residential development will be monitored for as long as the
Residentiat Travel Plan Co-ordinator is in place, at least 4 years after full

occupation.

9.8  The Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator will be responsible for the provision
of an annual monitoring report, which shall be produced within 1 month of the
annual surveys being undertaken. The reports will need to include the survey
data, any proposed revisions to the Residential Travel Plan and the annual
action plans for the next 12 months. The action plan for the Residential Travel
Plan must contain an annual programme of measures designed to help
achieve the travel plan targets on travel modal share. It should clearly set out
the tasks involved, the person(s) responsible and dates by which the

measures will be achieved over the next 12 months.

9.9  Whilst the major objective of the Residential Travel Plan will be to effect a
reduction in the dependence on private cars (particularly single occupancy
journeys) for work/learning based trips, a less direct objective of the
Residential Travel Plan will be to increase residents and visitor awareness of
the environmental implications of travel mode choice. Awareness is less easy
to monitor, although one indicator will be the general response to the
introduction of the Residential Travel Plan measured by the feedback from the

residents as the strategy evolves.

Monitoring will involve the regular collection of analytical “hard” data and “soft’

data in the form of resident feedback. The Residential Travel Plan Co-

ordinator will therefore in addition to carrying out annual travel surveys:

{i) Monitor the take up of any site based car-sharing scheme and the
already established web-based schemes;

(i) Monitor the level of usage of the cycle stands to establish demands;
and

(iii) Record comments made by residents and visitors on the operation of
the Residential Travel Plan.

Information gathered through this more informal monitoring process will be
recorded and used through the subsequent annual review process, this

information will also be included within the annual monitoring report.

A meeting will be held with BMBC following the production of each annual
monitoring report, at which the conclusions made within the monitoring report
will be discussed and further measures agreed and implemented prior to the
meeting. As stated in paragraph 5.1.7, meetings regarding the progress of the
Residential Travel Plan will be held with BMBC annually.

Should it be found that the agreed targets as set out in Section 6.0 of this
Residential Travel Plan have been satisfactorily met, then this will continue to

be monitored on the basis cutlined above.

Conversely should it be found that the agreed targets are not being met then
the Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator shall:
« Consider the extent of the non compliance with the agreed targets;
e Consider measures which can be initially implemented, as
recommended by residents, which can achieve a relatively rapid
modal shift away from private car usage;

» Decide upon what longer term measures are necessary to implement,
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set a time period for their implementation and review their
effectiveness on an agreed basis; and

» Formally advise BMBC on the level of non compliance with the agreed
targets, provide information on the extent of the impact of this and
make recommendations to BMBC on site-specific measures
necessary to achieve the agreed targets. Such site-specific measures
will be funded by the developer.

9.15 Where it has been found that the agreed targets are not being met and
therefore other measures are required, it will be necessary to carry out
monitoring more frequently to ensure that these additional measures are being
effective. At the meeting where additional measures are agreed upon, a more
frequent regime of monitoring and reporting will also be agreed and then
implemented by the Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator. Once it has been
demonstrated that any additional measures are being effective in reducing car

trips and meeting modal shift targets, annual monitoring can be resumed.
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10.0 ACTION PLAN

10.1  The Residential Travel Plan will contain an Action Plan which will be reviewed
annually following the residents’ travel survey. The Action Plan will contain an
annual programme of measures designed to achieve the targets on travel
modal share. It should clearly set out the tasks involved, person responsible
and a date by which this will be achieved. The initial goal of the approved
Residential Travel Plan, prior to first occupation, is to implement the measures
and opportunities for sustainable travel as identified within this Travel Plan.

10.2 It will be the responsibility of the Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator to
manage the Action Plan over the periods between annual reviews and ensure
that the tasks are being carried out to the agreed programme. At every annuat
anniversary following first occupation, the Residential Travel Plan must be
reviewed in cooperation with relevant officers at BMBC and the annual Action

Plan prepared and agreed.

10.3 Below is the initial Action Plan up to first occupation when responsibilities may
then be taken over by the Residential Travel Plan Co-ordinator appointed by
the site management company. Following the analysis and summarising of
the first 25 travel pattern survey guestionnaires or one year after first
occupation, whichever happens sooner, the Travel Plan and Action Plan will
be reviewed and possibly expanded to include particular measures, monitoring

and initiatives, which will be agreed with the relevant officer at the Council.
