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Non-technical Summary

This report has been undertaken by MAP Archaeological Practice Ltd., under instruction from
Crest Nicholson Operations Ltd to evaluate the archaeological and historical background, and to
assess the potential impact of the construction of a residential development south of Pit Lane,

Wombwell.

Late prehistoric and Romano-British activity is well documented within the vicinity of the site,
including at the Scheduled site of 'Romano-British settlements in Wombwell Wood' located
approximately 1.3km from the site, and cropmarks depicting an enclosure approximately 190m
to the west. Given the prevalence of recorded late prehistoric and Romano-British activity, and
the positioning of the site within a wider landscape which may have been associated with the
aforementioned settlement, the archaeological potential of the site is currently considered to be
moderate and of local to regional significance. It is recommended that a Geophysical Survey,
followed by Trial Trenching take place across the site in the first instance, in order for a reasoned

decision to be made regarding the potential survival of archaeological features or deposits.

It is considered that any development within the site boundary would have a negligible impact on

the setting and significance of all known nearby heritage assets.
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1. Introduction

1.1 This Archaeology and Heritage Desk Based Assessment has been undertaken by MAP Archaeological
Practice Ltd., under instruction from Crest Nicholson Operations Ltd, to evaluate the archaeological
and historical background, and to assess the impact of the erection of a residential development at

the site.

1.2 The author, contributors and editors are accredited Members of the Chartered Institute of
Archaeologists (MCIfA). The report assesses the proposed development and considers its effect on
archaeological and built heritage resources (referred to as "heritage assets” as defined in the National

Planning Policy Framework) within and surrounding the site.

(Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990); and by the National Planning Policy Framework,

1.5 All data contained within this report which is derived from the South Yorkshire Historic Environment
Record is reproduced with permission from South Yorkshire Archaeology Service. All archaeological

mapping should be regarded as indicative, not definitive.
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2. Site Description
2.1 The site is located to the south of Pit Lane, west of Wombwell (centred at SE 38705 02970, Fig. 1).

2.2 Currently utilised as agricultural land, the site is bounded to the west and south by further agricultural

land, to the north by Pit Lane and to the east by residential properties at Windmill Court.

2.3 Bedrock geology within the site boundary consists deposits of the Pennine Middle Coal Measures
(mudstone, siltstone and sandstone, in sinuous bands across the site) (BGS. 2023). No superficial
geology is recorded by BGS although Soilscapes (2023) records ‘slowly permeable seasonally wet

acid loamy and clayey soils'.

3. Aims and Objectives

3.1 The Desk Based Assessment has been prepared in accordance with best practice guidelines issued
by the Chartered Institute for Archaeologists Standard and Guidance for Historic Environment Desk-

based Assessment (CIfA. 2020).

3.2 An assessment is required that will consider the likely survival of buried archaeological deposits on
the site, the likely significance of such deposits and the impact on them of the proposal and assess
the Setting and significance of the standing buildings and their contribution to the area’s historic

character and will consider the impact of the development proposal on them.

3.3 The aim of the Desk Based Assessment is to:

o Identify recorded features of historical and archaeological significance within the study

area
o Establish the potential for hitherto unrecorded and unknown sites
o Assess the relative importance of the sites
o Assess the likely impact of the proposed development on the sites

» Make recommendations to mitigate any impact of the development on the sites
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4. Policy Context

4.1 Archaeological, historical and architectural remains are protected by means of Statutory Instruments
(including the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Areas Act of 1979 and Listed Buildings and

Conservation Areas Act of 1990) and the National Planning Policy Framework adopted in 2021.

4.2 A full summary of relevant national legislation is outlined in Appendix 2.

4.3.3 Policy HS2 States:

This description will need to include an appropriate but proportionate level of detail that
allows an understanding of the significance of the asset but no more than is necessary to
understand the impact of the proposal.

For sites with significant archaeological potential, a desk based assessment may be required

in line with the provisions of Policy HE®6.

Deposition of the resulting archive with an appropriate museum or archive service

5. Methodology and Significance Criteria

5.1 The assessment comprised the evaluation of historical information derived from cartographic and
pictorial documents, the Ordnance Survey, and the Historic Environment Records, Regional, National
and International Designations; and secondly by consideration of previous Archaeological
Excavations, Evaluations and Watching Briefs. It covered an area of 1km from the proposed

development area.

Results

Archaeological Background

Prehistoric activity is well recognised within the vicinity of the site, particularly at Wombwell Woods
to the west. Flints of Mesolithic date were recovered from land to the west of the woodland (Historic
England Monument Number 52441) , whilst implements have also been recovered from an outcrop
within the woods (Historic England Monument Number 52441). A hengiform monument of
presumed late Neolithic or early Bronze Age date (HER ID 02849/07) is located approximately 1.3km
to the west of the site, although the feature is located within an area of significant Iron Age and

Romano-British date and so may be contemporary.

Iron Age and Romano-British activity is well recognised within Wombwell Woods, an area of which
is designated as a Scheduled Monument (NHLE 1004796). The complex, which comprises settlement
features, enclosures, a trackway and field systems, is visible as earthworks (Historic England 2023)

and can clearly be discerned in LIDAR data (fig. 3).

A Geophysical Survey was carried out on land approximately 990m north-west of the site, on land
off Dovecliffe Road, within the vicinity of the aforementioned Scheduled site. (GSB Prospection.
2000). Clearly defined linear features, which were interpreted as being of archaeological origin were
identified in the results of the survey. The features likely relate to a field system and associated

enclosures with possible pits also identified.

Archaeological work has also been carried out in advance of opencast mining on land to the west
of Wombwell Woods. A Geophysical Survey covering an area of 12ha identified anomalies ‘indicative
of infilled archaeological ditches, forming enclosures that may be part of a more extensive 'ladder
settlement"” (WYAS. 2001). A series of ditches on a different alignment were also identified which were
on a different alignment to the ‘ladder settlement’ and may therefore represent a different phase of
activity. Subsequent Trial Trenching (Northamptonshire Archaeology. 2001) confirmed the presence
of Romano-British enclosures, akin to those identified in the results of the Geophysical Survey. Earlier

activity was inferred by the presence of pits dating to the late Neolithic and the Iron Age (Ibid).

Further activity is speculated by the presence of cropmarks depicting potential archaeological
features, such as a possible enclosure located some 190m west of the site boundary (HER ID

03806/01)

Given the prevalence of recognised archaeological activity within the vicinity of the site, LIDAR data
was also consulted as part of this assessment (Fig. 6). With the exception of a possible north-east to

south-west orientated linear feature, no obvious archaeological features were noted.

Historical Background

Wombwell is recorded in the Domesday Survey as ‘Wanbuelle' as being in the Hundred of Strafforth
(Opendomesday. 2023). Three manors are recorded with a total population of thirteen villagers and

seven smallholders, recorded assets include woodland and meadow land,

The name is derived from OId English and refers to a spring or stream in a hollow (Mills. 1991).

Wombwell station was opened in 1851 by South Yorkshire Railway (discoverdearne.org.uk. 2023),
which largely facilitated the industrial growth of the town. Wombwell Main Colliery, located to the
north-west and immediate west of the site, operated between 1853 and 1969 and, at its peak
operated over an area of 1300 acres (hemingfieldcolliery.org. 2023). Mineral extraction is well

recorded in the area with bell pits also being recorded to the south of the site (HER ID 02853/01).

The first edition Ordnance Survey map depicts the site as agricultural land bounded to the north and
east by a footpath and to the west by further farmland. Wombwell Main Colliery is depicted to the
north-west of the site with a section of railway heading north where it joined the Barnsley and
Sheffield Branch of the South Yorkshire Railway. Wombwell is shown as a small village, with St Mary's

Church labelled.

By the late 19" century Ordnance Survey County Series mapping depicts a brick yard and kilns being
present to the immediate west of the site, although no associated features are depicted within the
site boundary. By the 1930's the brickyard is shown as sewerage filter beds. A school, and housing
had also been constructed close to the colliery. The Chapeltown Branch Extension railway is depicted
by the early 20" century, running on a north-west to south-east orientation, to the west of the colliery
and east of Wombwell Wood. Extensive expansion of Wombwell, predominantly to the west of the
village, had also taken place, with residential areas, a cemetery and allotment gardens depicted. This
expansion continued during the 20" century and by the mid 1960’s residential property was present

to the east of Windmill Road, to the east of the site.
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6.2.6  The 1977 edition National Grid map shows no features relating to the colliery to the north-west or
immediate west of the site, and sections of the associated railway are depicted as having been

dismantled.

6.3 Site Walkover

6.31 A walkover was carried out in July 2023 at which time the site consisted of a single, recently harvested,
agricultural field No archaeological finds, features or deposits were identified within the site

boundary, nor were any designated heritage assets visible.

0.4 Historic Environment Record Data

6.41 A 1km radius search (HER search ref. E23_CSY4625) was undertaken for the site on the South
Yorkshire Historic Environment Record (HER) in July 2023.

6.4.2 The data is displayed in tables 3-6 and figures 2-5.no assets are recorded which date to between

the Romano-British and Post-medieval periods.

6.5 Late Prehistoric- Romano-British

6.5.1  The HER records three non-designated heritage assets of late prehistoric or Romano-British date as
being present within the vicinity of the site. All relate to Iron Age or Romano-British settlement within,
and within the immediate vicinity of, Wombwell Wood. A single undated record is also present in
the data, which describes an undated enclosure within the immediate vicinity of the woodland and
the aforementioned archaeological activity. It is therefore likely that the undated feature may be

contemporary with recorded late prehistoric or Romano-British activity.

6.6 Post-Medlieval to Modern

6.6.1  Two Grade Il Listed Buildings are located within Tkm of the site. The northernmost and southernmost
chapels at Wombwell Cemetery (NHLE 1151173 & 1286977). These buildings are discussed in more

detail in paragraph 7.3.

6.6.2 Two Post-Medieval or modern Non-designated assets within the search area include lime kilns of
presumed 17" century date, located to the south-west of the site, and bell pits located within

Wombwell Wood.

Six archaeological events including Geophysical Surveys, Trial Trenching and Watching Briefs have

taken place within the vicinity of the site.

'Piecemeal enclosures probably on the edge of the medieval town field. There has been some
boundary loss, particularly where the A6195 has cut through fields. There is no legibility of the
former open field. Within this polygon are surviving earthworks from railway lines associated

with Lundhill Colliery..'

Potential for Unrecorded Sites

Archaeological activity dating predominantly to the Iron Age or Romano-British period is well
recognised within the vicinity of the site, including enclosures (HER ID 03806/01) recorded as being
present within 200m of the site boundary. As such, at the time of writing, the archaeological potential

of the site is considered to be moderate and of local to regional significance.

Setting of the Heritage Assets

Historic England Guidance on the Setting of Historical Assets (Historic Environment Good Practice

Advice in Planning Note 3 (second edition) December 2017) states that:

Setting is not itself a heritage asset, nor a heritage designation... its importance lies in what it
contributes to the significance of the heritage asset or to the ability to appreciate that
significance.” Assessing the setting takes into consideration the heritage asset's physical
surroundings and the experience of the asset, the form and appearance of the development,

wider effects of the development and the permanence of the development.

The National Planning Policy Framework describes the setting of a heritage asset as:

"..the surroundings in which a heritage asset is experienced. Its extent is not fixed and may
change as the assets and its surroundings evolve. Elements of a setting may make a positive
or negative contribution to the significance of an asset, may affect the ability to appreciate that

significance or may be neutral’ (NPPF 2019, Annex 2 Glossary).’

Two Grade Il chapels are located within Wombwell Cemetery (NHLE 1151173 & 1286977), the northern
most chapel is now used as a store. Both are late 19" century in date and are described by Historic

England (2023) as

‘Mortuary chapel. c1868. By Thomas Dobb of Rotherham. Thinly- coursed sandstone with
some contrasting dressings, Welsh slate roof. Single-cell with corner spire. High Victorian style;
polychromatic relieving arches, carved and contrasting bands. Battered plinth with chamfered
band. Gable-entry front: moulded, pointed doorway with colonnettes, circular window above
with foiled openings to sunken ashlar panel; ashlar gable copings with stepped kneelers. Spire
to left: square, buttressed base to octagonal turret with slit windows, carved bands and
lucarnes. Cusped blind opening to each side beneath grotesques. Tapered spire with more
grotesques beneath ashlar top. Rear: 4-light window beneath pierced circular panel. Returns:
two 2-light windows flanked by single lights, pierced circular window beneath central gablet.
Decorative cut-slate roof, leaded fleche base to ridge. Occasionally used for burial services,
some windows boarded and in poor repair. Architect referred to in Barnsley Chronicle,

8/8/1867: cutting in Barnsley Local History Library'

The chapels are located close to the eastern boundary of the large cemetery, in an area which is
otherwise dominated by residential property. No intervisibility between the two Listed Buildings and

the site, or other designated assets are possible.

The Scheduled Romano-British Settlement at Wombwell Wood (NHLE 1004796) is located in dense,
mature woodland which itself is surrounded by agricultural land, much of which has historically been

subject to opencast mining.

Impact of Development

The archaeological potential of the site is considered to be moderate and of local to regional
significance. This is based on the location of the site within ta wider landscape which may have been
utilised alongside the Romano-British settlement at Wombwell Woods. Any development on the site
has the potential to severely compromise or destroy any archaeological deposits which may be
present. With the implementation of appropriate archaeological evaluation, and if necessary
mitigation, the development could have a slight beneficial effect through the increased knowledge

of the archaeological resource.

Development within the site boundary would have a negligible impact on the setting and significance
of designated heritage assets within the vicinity of the site although, should archaeological activity
be identified, it is possible that it would have the potential to increase the understanding of activity

within the wider vicinity of the Scheduled Monument.

Conclusions and Recommendations

The results of the Archaeology and Heritage Desk-Based Assessment have shown that features
associated with Iron Age or Romano-British are recorded within 200m of the site boundary, and as
such the potential for comparable archaeological activity to be present within the site boundary
should not be dismissed. It is recommended in the first instance that Geophysical Survey be carried
out across the site, to be followed by Trial Trenching. This will allow South Yorkshire Archaeology

Services to make a reasoned decision regarding the archaeological potential of the site.

Development within the site boundary would have a negligible impact on the setting and significance
of all nearby heritage assets. The appropriate recording of any archaeological features or deposits
which may be present within the site has the potential to increase the current understanding of

activity within the wider vicinity of the Scheduled Monument at Wombwell Woods.

It is recommended that an evaluation by Geophysical Survey, to be followed by Trial Trenching, is
carried out in order for a reasoned decision to be made regarding the archaeological potential of

the site, and the need for any archaeological mitigation.

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Appendix 2. National Legislation

Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Areas Act 1979

Section 46 in the Department of Culture Media and Sport 2010: Scheduled Monuments. Identifying,
protecting, conserving and investigating nationally important archaeological sites under the Ancient

Monuments and Archaeological Areas Act 1979) states

'In terms of impact of development on the setting of a scheduled monument, securing the
preservation of the monument ‘within an appropriate setting' as required by national policy is
solely a matter for the planning system. Whether any particular development within the setting
of a scheduled monument will have an adverse impact on its significance is a matter of
professional judgement. It will depend upon such variables as the nature, extent and design of
the development proposed, the characteristics of the monument in question, its relationship to
other monuments in the vicinity, its current landscape setting and its contribution to our

understanding and appreciation of the monument'.
Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990

Section 66 (1) in the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 states

In considering whether to grant planning permission for development which affects a Listed
Building or its setting, the local planning authority or, as the case may be, the Secretary of
State shall have special regard to the desirability of preserving the building or its setting or any

features of special architectural or historic interest which it possesses'.
National Planning Policy Framework: 16. Conserving and Enhancing the Historic Environment

NPPF-16 sets out the Government's objectives for the historic environment and rationale for its
conservation. It recognises the unique place the historic environment holds in England’s cultural
heritage and the multiple ways it supports and contributes to the economy, society and daily life.
The NPPF also identifies the historic environment as a non-renewable resource. Its fragile and finite
nature is a particularly important consideration in planning. Conserving this resource for future
generations accords with the principles of sustainable development. Government places a priority
on its conservation and has set out tests to ensure that any damage or loss is permitted only where

it is properly justified.
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194 In determining application, local planning authorities should require an applicant to
describe the significance of any heritage assets affected including any contribution made
by their setting. The level of detail should be proportionate to the assets' importance
and no more than is sufficient to understand the potential impact of the proposal on
their significance. As a minimum, the historic environment record should have been
consulted and the heritage assets assessed using appropriate expertise where necessary.
Where a site on which development is proposed includes or has the potential to include
heritage assets with archaeological interest, local planning authorities should require
developers to submit an appropriate desk-based assessment and, where necessary, a

field evaluation.

199  When considering the impact of the proposed development on the significance of a
designated heritage asset, great weight should be given to the asset's conservation (and
the more important the asset, the greater the weight should be). This (s irrespective of
whether any potential harm amounts to substantial harm, total loss or less than

substantial harm to its significance.

200  Any harm to, or loss of, the significance of a designated heritage asset (from its alteration
or destruction, or from development within its setting), should require clear and
convincing justification. Substantial harm to or loss of:

a. grade Il listed buildings, or grade Il registered parks or gardens, should be

exceptional;

b.  assets of the highest significance, notably scheduled monuments, protected wreck
sites, registered battlefields, grade | and II* listed buildings, grade | and II* registered

parks and gardens, and World Heritage Sites, should be wholly exceptional.

201  Where a proposed development will lead to substantial harm to (or total loss of
significance of) a designated heritage asset, local planning authorities should refuse
consent, unless it can be demonstrated that the substantial harm or total loss is
necessary to achieve substantial public benefits that outweigh that harm or loss, or all

of the following apply:
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a. the nature of the heritage asset prevents all reasonable uses of the site, and

b.  no viable use of the heritage asset itself can be found in the medium term through

appropriate marketing that will enable its conservation; and

¢.  Conservation by grant-funding or some form of not for profit, charitable or public

ownership is demonstrably not possible; and

d.  the harm or loss is outweighed by the benefit of bringing the site back into use,
