Screening Opinion

1.
Having examined Schedule 1 of The Town and Country Planning 
(Environmental Impact Assessment) (Amendment) Regulations 
2015, the proposal clearly does not fall within any of the descriptions of 
development.


2.
Interpreting the table in Schedule 2, the proposal falls under description of development, ‘Urban Development Projects and is therefore Schedule 2 development. 


No part of the proposed development however, is located wholly or in part in a sensitive area as defined in regulation 2(1). 

The area of the site (red line boundary) exceeds the applicable threshold in Schedule 2. The proposed development therefore potentially requires an EIA.

3.
The question is therefore, is the proposed development likely to have significant effects on the environment by virtue of its characteristics, location and the nature of the potential impacts? Government guidance in Circular 02/99: Environmental Impact Assessment, states that, in general, EIA will be needed for Schedule 2 developments in three main types of case:


a) For major developments which are of more than local importance; 


b) For developments which are proposed for particularly 
environmentally sensitive or vulnerable locations; and 

c) For projects with unusually complex and potentially hazardous environmental effects.

With regard to the characteristics of the development, its scale is small and is of local importance only. Circular 2/99 para states:

A18. In addition to the physical scale of such developments, particular consideration should be given to the potential increase in traffic, emissions and noise. EIA is unlikely to be required for the redevelopment of land unless the new development is on a significantly greater scale than the previous use, or the types of impact are of a markedly different nature or there is a high level of contamination.

The scale of the proposed store is relatively modest and is not unusual for parts of Barnsley and is not of significant size of greater than local importance. This does not exceed the thresholds for Circular 2/99 which indicates that even where proposals are of significantly greater scale or intensity, unless the previous use, or the types of impact are of a markedly different nature or there is a high level of contamination.

Para A19. notes that even where a site has not been previously  been intensively developed a scheme is less likely to require EIA ifthe site area of the scheme is less than 5 hectares; or it is less than 10,000 m2 of new commercial floorspace; or the development would have significant urbanising effects in a previously non, urbanised

area.  This proposal doe not exceed any of these thresholds being only 2,345sq.m.
The proposals are not of unusual nature or type and the site is not unusually contaminated or of challenging landform.  It is considered that there is no higher risk than average of accidents during construction and operations.

In terms of location, as previously noted, the site is not in a sensitive area as defined in regulation. Whilst, there are trees around the site which could be lost, there are no protected species or sensitive areas on or near the site.  On balance therefore, it is considered that the local environment can absorb the proposal.

The impact of the proposed development is likely to be limited to vehicular movements is likely to be very localised and restricted.  The impacts are not considered to be unduly complex or of a significant scale following the construction period.
In consideration of the above, the proposal is unlikely to have significant effects on the environment and an EIA is not therefore required.

Conclusion

It is considered that the proposal will not have significant environmental impacts within the meaning set out in The Town and Country Planning (Environmental Impact Assessment)(Amendment) Regulations 2015.
