1.0 INTRODUCTION
1.1 The application site is an agricultural holding situated to the east of Cat Hill Lane, Hoylandswaine.

1.2 This is a 28-day notice application for an agricultural building

1.3	An area of concrete apron and a sheep dip have been created on site, which are used on a regular basis for routine livestock welfare procedures.

2.1       The site access from Cat Hill Lane will be retained. 

3.0     	DESIGN STATEMENT
3.1      	Context; 
           The application site is in an agricultural landscape to the north of Hoylandswaine village. The land slopes from north to south. Cat Hill Clough and an area of mature woodland adjoin the site to the east
3.2       Amount; 
This application seeks approval for the construction of an agricultural building
3.3       Layout;
The layout of the proposed building responds to the operational requirements of flock management and will cover the current apron and holding pens.
3.4       Scale, 
The scale of the proposed building is consistent with the activities of this agricultural enterprise.
3.5	Appearance
Dark green cladding has been selected to ensure the proposed building merges with its surroundings
3.6	Landscaping
Landscaping works will be restricted to the reinstatement of disturbed surfaces.
4.0 	JUSTIFICATION
4.1	The proposed building will replace the existing temporary structure and will cover the area where dipping and foot treatments are carried out. This will improve animal welfare and prevent run off from the sheep dip facility.
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
