External Wall Construction

- External wall to have 102mm facing brickwork, to match
existing.

- 100mm cavity filled with 100mm Rockwool cavity batts to
provide a minimum u value of 0.28w/m2 in accordance with
Part L Approved Documents.

- Internal leaf to be Thermalite Shield, 3 N/mm2 100mm
blockwork with a 12.5mm plaster with skim finish.

All reveals, heads and cills to be insulated using Thermabate
proprietary cavity closers. All cavities to be closed at eaves
level.

Roof Construction
