Reference is made to the above application.

I am concerned that the submitted details show a significant difference to those which were submitted to support the application to construct the distribution centre, and the effect on the highway network was considerably underestimated at that time. There are critical junctions in the immediate vicinity of this site which required analysis, and these are known to have congestion issues at peak times. The support for the distribution centre in highway terms was entirely dependent on there being no significant adverse impact, or the ability for that impact to be mitigated.

The areas of concern are as follows:-

1.The application form states that all cycle/motorcycle are being removed.

2.The site is described as highly sustainable with a local recruitment policy but more car parking spaces are required? There are no details regarding what is being done to achieve modal shift.

3.The original submission stated “when at full capacity will supply 60-80 stores”, the current submission, “ currently serves 80 stores but with the capacity to serve as many as 120 in the future”. 
4. The original submission stated “ when at full capacity will employ 76 warehouse staff, 78 transport workers in 3 shifts and 25 office staff “, the current submission, “ currently employs 600 members of staff in the B8 Use and 49 office staff”.

5.The original submission stated that “ the maximum number of employees on site at full capacity would be 50 on the 0700-1500hr shift. The current submission “ 140 staff on duty at midnight”.

6.The current submission also refers to conferences, seminars and training events taking place which were never mentioned in the original submission.

Clearly, the site has already exceeded the numbers of stores expected to be served and the number of staff expected to be employed, with the potential of future expansion. It is not possible to condone the provision of additional parking spaces and expansion until the impact on the highway network is understood, particularly as these junctions are critical in delivering our future site allocations. I shall therefore, require the submission of a Transport Assessment to support the application.

In these circumstances, it would be appreciated if would refer these comments to the applicants agent, requesting the submission of further information, upon receipt of which further advice will be given.

In the meantime, please do not determine this submission.
