1. 	What are the features on the existing site?


	This is a end-terrace house which was built c 1910. It comprises two storeys and is faced to the front with Yorkstone cladding and rear in white render. The roof is covered with grey concrete tiles and the property is fitted with brown uPVC windows. At the rear there is a small conservatory. The property has a wooden fence separating the defining the boundaries of the rear yard which has right of way access to neighbouring properties. The River Dearne forms the rear boundary which is fenced to the bank.








2.	Please provide details of how access issues have been addressed

	
Access will be via a personnel gate installed within the new blockwork walls, all access users will be provided with a key. Vehicular access is for the owner of N0 59 only and will be provided via an electrically operated sliding gate. This is being relocated slightly closer to the dwelling as indicated in the External Works drawing NCBD-HLD-D102.
All upstairs windows to be assessed for suitability of fire egress.
Sound proofing to be installed between floors.
Car parking to remain in the garage & rear yard/hardstanding which is being repaved with Indian Sandstone slabs or similar.










								




3. 	Please provide details of the layout of proposed development


	
The proposal will turn and existing 2 storey, 3 bed house & Convenience store into one dwelling with 5 beds.












4. Please provide details of the scale/appearance of the proposed development


	
The rear extension will be single storey constructed to match the adjoining property and will be of matching Yorkstone cladding already present in some elevations. This will give the property a more consistent appearance. UPVC Windows to match existing, with the roof finished in grey concrete tiles as existing. 






							

5.	Please provide details of the landscaping in the proposed development


	
Existing high conifer trees to the west aspect will be removed with the boundary replaced with waterproofed and clad blockwork walling. The existing pre-fabricated garaged will be replaced with a blockwork single storey garage clad to match the proposed dwelling. All hardstanding is being replaced as described above.
