
Revised Parking Plan:
This revised proposal has been carefully prepared in direct response to the concerns raised by Highways. We fully understand the potential risks identified and have implemented a number of significant operational changes to ensure safe, well-managed, and minimal-impact drop-off and pick-up arrangements. As part of these improvements, the driveway will no longer be used for any parent access, parking, or drop-off activity. 
Fish Dam Lane benefits from a series of public lay-bys located within close walking distance of the property. These offer suitable short-stay spaces, allowing parents to park briefly (approximately five minutes) and safely walk to 51 Fish Dam Lane. 
To minimise any impact on local parking and to maintain the highest level of safety, the setting will continue to operate with a strict maximum capacity of nine children and three staff. 
Drop-off and collection routines have been redesigned to be swift and efficient:
 • Children will be fully prepared in advance, with coats and shoes on, to reduce the time parents need to be on site. 
• Parents receive updates throughout the day regarding their child’s wellbeing and activities, which significantly reduces the length of handovers at collection time.
 • Staff will coordinate smooth, brief transitions to ensure vehicles do not remain parked for longer than necessary. 
These measures collectively ensure that our operations will have a very limited impact on the surrounding area while maintaining safe, controlled, and responsible parking arrangements in line with Highways’ expectations
