Tree Description and Recommendations

The site comprises of a row of 32 trees, planted close together in a row, presumably originally planted to screen the Territorial army buildings from the adjacent highway. The trees are approximately 50 years old and 
Two trees are considered as class A trees T32 and T31, these trees have had space to develop and grow into large well branched specimens. 
Unfortunately, due to the close planting the majority of the trees T2 to T30 have not had space to develop and as a result have very mis- shaped crowns and are considered class B trees. This group of trees are of moderate quality with an expected life expectancy of at least 20 years
 Previous pruning to reduce some branches that extend over the car park and removal of dead wood has exacerbated the problem with poorly shaped crowns, and the large amount of growth to the Western/roadway aspect is now becoming an issue. The sheer length and height of the majority of the long thin branches is causing problems with the structural integrity of the trees. The pruning is expected to produce a more well branched shape to the trees and thus retain well shaped the trees in the landscape.
To maintain the trees in a safe condition it is desirable to reduce the height and spread of the crowns of the trees, to prevent biomechanical failure and protect the highway and adjacent footpath, as well as the carparking area of the Territorial army base.
