Tree report for Willow croft, Wortley S35 7DB
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Group of Sycamore Acer pseudoplatanus x 3 located at the above address

Measurement for the group range from the maximum to the minimum values for the group
· Height: 18m – 9m

· Spread: 9m – 4m

· DBH: 850mm – 400mm

· Age: Mature to semi Mature

· Comments: Overall appearance of the trees looks healthy with a full canopy and good leaf structure. All trees have grown with a single stem with no major cavities at the base. No visible cracks in the soil or signs of root plate movement. The gable end of the building as no signs of cracks indicating soil shrinkage and possible subsidence. Signs of previous pruning wounds which have sign of occlusion with well formed reaction wood around the collar. Dead wood no greater than 50mm present in the crown but no more than would be expected for trees of this age. There looks to be some evidence of previous topping in the upper crown with some reaction growth from the knuckles. It is unclear from the ground, how the branches have grown from these points but there is a high probability that they would have grown with a poor branch union. Allowing the regrowth to grow long and leggy may, in time increase the risk of the branches failing due to the branch union. The tree looks like it has recovered well from the previous work.
· Recommendations: Re reduction of the canopy either through pole thinning or reducing the branches. The aim is to achieve the removal of 30% of the crown from the whole group 
T1 - The southern most tree - 3 - 4m removed to reduce the height of the crown and up to 2m removed of the lateral spread of the crown

T2 - The middle tree - 2-3m removed to reduce the height of the crown and up to 1.5m removed from the lateral spread of the crown

T3 - The northern most tree - 1-2m removed to reduce the height of the crown and up to 1m removed from the lateral spread.

Pruning cuts will be made where reasonable and to appropriate growth points and ensuring a full leafed crown remains and cut in accordance with BS3998

· Reason for the work: The work is being carried out to keep the trees healthy over the long term by removing the poor branch unions from previous topping. The reduction of the crowns will keep the trees at desirable height for the residents as part of maintaining the trees. There is also some issues over seasonal debris including leaf fall and sap drop which the residents have had some concerns. There are some concerns with excessive shade by both properties. The work recommended will deal with the majority of these concerns but there will always be some seasonable debris and still some shading but hopefully at level that the residents are comfortable with.
