1.
Introduction.  

1.1 This is a brief Heritage Statement to support the submission of a formal planning application to Barnsley Metropolitan Borough Council for the above-mentioned development.  This statement has been prepared by Garry Greetham Associates MCIAT 
1.2 The purpose of this Statement is to highlight the relevant and material considerations that need to be taken into account by the Local Planning Authority (LPA) relating to the proposed construction of the above single storey extension.  The application site is located within a Conservation Area, however, none of the dwellings on this street are Listed Buildings.         
1.3 The proposed project involves erection of a single storey extension to match the existing property to No 12 Church Street. This existing property is a residential dwelling within a residential street in Brierley. The immediate surrounding properties are all 2 storeys. This extension will be situated to the front / side area of the existing driveway and visible from the front.
1.4 The external walling will be of red brickwork with the roof being grey concrete interlocking roof tiles. These facing materials will match the external materials on both the dwelling and the surrounding properties.
1.5 In terms of the principle of the proposed project, it has been accepted by the LPA that the design of this extension is acceptable.  The details of the front / side extension as now proposed, together with the general details, scale and massing of the extension is also considered to be acceptable.      

1.6 The potential impact of the proposed project on the Heritage Asset of the Conservation Area has been considered as an integral part of the proposed scheme.  It is accepted that this small single storey extension would be acceptable.
2. Design & Details of the Proposed Extension Project.   

2.1 The site of the proposed development is located within a residential housing street on the edge of Brierley, a small village location.  The buildings that surround the application site are a mixture of mainly two storey buildings.  The neighbouring buildings are all residential dwellings and are faced with brickwork with concrete profiled roof tiles. In terms of the details of the proposed extension, it involves the use of matching facing materials that have been used on the existing dwelling previously.
2.2 In terms of the heritage considerations of the proposed project, it is clear that the impact of this small extension on the immediate surroundings is deemed to be acceptable.
2.3 In terms of the design and external appearance of the proposed front / side extension, they will be of matching materials and design of the surrounding properties.    
2.4 It is therefore considered that the single storey extension that is proposed in this application will not only preserve but it will enhance the character of this part of the Conservation Area and the other buildings in this street. The applicant has considered the project on this property alongside the Council’s own policies and guidelines and it is considered that this proposal is also supported by Chapter 12 of The National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF), which refers to “Conserving and Enhancing the Historic Environment” - paragraphs 126 to 141.    

2.5 In terms of the external areas surrounding the existing detached dwelling, they will not be disturbed by this single storey extension.
2.6 It is not considered that there are any other Heritage Assets that will be materially affected as a result of the proposed extension. In conclusion it is considered that this project should be supported by the Council’s Planning and Conservation Officers, as indicated previously.
