Shrub areas are to receive topscil to a minimum 450mm depth after compaction, Grass seeded areas are
to receive minimum | 50mm depth after compaction. VWVild flora areas onto low grade topsail, minimum

Trees
The following pit sizes shall be dug for the various tree sizes:
Extra heavy, heavy standard and select standard trees — | 000mm 3 1000mm x 900mm depth

Feathered trees — 200mm x 200mm x 450mm.
Each pit shall be backfilled with a mixture of approved topseil and tree and shrub planting compost at the
rate of one part compost to two parts topsoil. Each tree shall be planted to the original root collar and
secured with two stakes |.4m in length with approved ties.

Supply and fix a proprietary watering tube to circle root ball of all trees and finish neatly at ground level
After planting all trees shall be watered in and a mulch layer of well compeosted, 5-35mm contract FSC
forest bark, spread over the tree pit to 50mm depth and Im diameter (if within grassed areas).
