We are applying to change the following items at Dean Head Farm as part of listed building's consent;


Replace all the windows at the property from the current timber, stained / painted frames to those of high grade metal frames (aluminium) 

Replace the main entrance front door to the Kitchen that is currently timber , stained / painted frame with that of a solid, secure and energy 
efficient Composite Stable Door in a wood grain light oak colour finish.

Replace the current Living Room entrance door with that of a aluminium framed window, same as all the rest of the windows, to allow more 
light into a currently very dark room. 

Rake out the existing Portland cement pointing to the North and South elevations of the property and re-point with a Lime mortar.

Add new solid fuel fires to both the Kitchen and Living room inglenook / fireplaces including metal flue and flue terminal.
