The arboricultural information provided demonstrates that only two small Elders and a Cotoneaster shrub will require removal to facilitate the development. These trees are of little consequence to the amenity of the area and can be easily replaced as part of the landscaping of the site. The remaining trees are all shown as being retained and protected during the development with all the trees being able to be fully protected by the barriers placed in the locations shown on the plan.

Given that trees are to be removed replacement planting as part of the landscaping for the site will need to be conditioned as it has not been provided at this stage. Likewise the arboricultural information submitted will need to be conditioned to be complied with.
