PROTECTION OF EXISTING VEGETATION

The majority of the existing trees and scrubby vegetation to the boundaries shall be
retained and protected where necessary during the works by 2.3m high metal mesh
fencing secured to a scaffold tube framework, all in accordance with BS 5837:2012. The
protected area shall remain an exclusion area throughout the construction period and
suitable signs shall be fixed to the fencing at no less than 10 metre intervals (or at any
change in direction) stating that the area is a tree protection exclusion zone. The
fencing shall remain fixed in place through out the construction period. No chemicals or
building materials which may potentially contaminate the soil shall be stored within
5metres of the protected area and no bonfires shall be lit within 5m of the canopy
spread. In the event that any excavation work is required within the protected area for
the erection of garden fencing, for example, this shall be carried out by hand. Where
retained vegetation needs to be cut back/ lifted to enable fencing to be erected, this
shall be done in accordance with the requirements of BS3998:2010 by qualified and
certified tree surgeons and overseen by the consultant Landscape Architect as required.

PROPOSED TREE PLANTING

In order to protect the rural character on the southern and western boundaries, at the
new settlement edge, new tree planting will consist of predominantly mixed native
species chosen to complement the existing composition as well as be in keeping with
the scale of the garden areas. On the northern boundary with Yew Tree Lane, tree
planting will be carried out within the front garden areas to the new dwellings to
extend the retained line of trees to the south-eastern corner in front of proposed plots
1-3.

Within the site tree planting of ultimately large growing native tree species (or their
cultivars) is proposed around the central area of open space. This will, in conjunction
with the retained trees and new road frontage and rear garden planting, help to soften
the built form and filter views into the site from the south, south-west and north. e,
trees will be planted into front gardens to soften the building line and filter views of the
development from this aspect.

LANDSCAPE PROPOSALS TO PUBLIC OPEN SPACE AREA

The proposed Public Open Space (POS) for this development runs around the eastern

and southern boundaries of the residential area. This drawing shows the proposals for
the whole of the POS southern boundary and part of the propsals for the eastern side

of the development. For the remaining proposals on the eastern boundary please refer
to FDA drawing nr. R/1667/2.

It is proposed that the existing grassland and woody vegetation be retained along the
south and south-east of the POS since this part of the site can remain unaffected by
the development. The proposals for the southern area area are ultimately to create a
naturalistic landscape into which new blocks of native trees and shrubs are introduced
alsong the residential road to soften the development and provide a tranistion between
the open space and the built form. An informal compacted stone path will provide
access though this linear space linking through to the larger area of open space to the
east of the development. A mown edge to the footpath will define the route through
the space and provide areas for passive leisure and seating. Beyond the mown edge
any areas disturbed by the works will be sown with a wildflower meadow grass to
complement the existing sward.

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In order to protect the rural character of this part of the development, new tree
planting will consist of a relatively small palette of native species based on the
composition of the existing cover together with a small number of additional native
species to increase the biodiversity and habitat vaue of the area.
