The existing house consists of a mixture of soft wood windows and doors and velux roof windows.  The soft wood is difficult to maintain in the harsh exposed climate leading to warping and therefore heat within the property is difficult to maintain along with security.

In order to remain within the scope of the buildings listing we propose to replace the existing soft wood doors and windows with composite doors and windows in a colour and texture which will mimic that of hard wood.

By replacing the doors and windows in this way we can ensure the house is secure and energy efficient.

There are currently 11 windows upstairs and 12 windows downstairs along with 3 doors which are made of soft wood and we would like to replace all of these windows with composite.  Many of the windows are very small and deep set and therefore will have absolutely no visual impact of the building.

We do not intend to alter the size or location of any of the windows.

The house was converted in 2002 from a barn to two dwellings and again in 2005 from two dwellings to one.  At the time of conversion all new modern windows and doors were fitted to the building, including velux windows.  None of the doors and windows are of a listed status and have no historical significance.
