Reference is made to the above application and the further information submitted in relation thereto.

It is clear that the Regional Distribution Centre is generating significantly more traffic movements than was originally indicated in the original Transport Assessment which supported the application. Staffing numbers alone have increased from 179 in the original submission to 308. There is no doubt that this has had a significant adverse impact on the surrounding highway network, which already suffered from congestion at peak times, and would have warranted off site mitigation. I am also slightly surprised at the survey results as previous surveys have indicated a much higher level of congestion at peak times with queues on all approaches.
However, the current submission is only to deal with a shortfall of parking within the site to deal with an existing problem, and not due to a proposed increase in staffing levels. Consequently, a refusal of planning permission on highway grounds could not be sustained. I would be grateful if you would include the following conditions in any subsequent planning consent:-

1.The parking/manoeuvring facilities, indicated on the submitted plan, shall be surfaced in a solid bound material ( ie not loose chippings) and made available for the manoeuvring and parking of motor vehicles prior to the development being brought into use, and shall be retained for that sole purpose at all times.

Reason: to ensure that satisfactory off street parking/manoeuvring are provided, in the interests of highway safety and the free and safe flow of traffic and in accordance with Core Strategy Policy CSP26, New Development and Highway Improvement.

2.Prior to any works commencing on-site, a condition survey (including structural integrity) of the highways to be used by construction traffic shall be carried out in association with the Local Planning Authority. The methodology of the survey shall be approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority and shall assess the existing state of the highway. On completion of the development a second condition survey shall be carried out and shall be submitted for the written approval of the Local Planning Authority, which shall identify defects attributable to the traffic ensuing from the development. Any necessary remedial works shall be completed at the developer’s expense in accordance with a scheme to be agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority.
3.Vehicular and pedestrian gradients within the site shall not exceed 1:12 to ensure safe and adequate access.
4.No development shall take place, including any works of demolition, until a Construction Method Statement has been submitted to, and approved in writing by, the Local Planning Authority. The approved statement shall be adhered to throughout the construction period. The statement shall provide for:-

· The parking of vehicles of site operatives and visitors;

· Means of access for construction traffic;

· Loading and unloading of plant and materials;

· Storage of plant and materials used in constructing the development;

· Measures to prevent mud/debris being deposited on the public highway.
